I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Request for Extension of Time to File Construction and Maintenance Agreement (Motion) filed by the Colorado Department of Transportation (CDOT) on May 10, 2007.  
2. The Commission ordered CDOT and Commerce City to file a signed construction and maintenance agreement on or before June 2, 2007, by Decision No. C07-0008, mailed January 3, 2007.

3. CDOT states the agreement is currently being routed between the parties and changes are still being made.  The parties do not anticipate that the agreement will be ready for filing by June 2, 2007.  The parties request an additional 60 days, to and including, August 1, 2007 to finalize and submit the signed construction and maintenance agreement.

4. No responses were filed to the Motion.
5. Now being duly advised in the matter, the Commission finds good cause has been stated and will grant the Motion.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Request for Extension of Time to File Construction and Maintenance Agreement filed by the Colorado Department of Transportation is granted.  The Colorado Department of Transportation and Commerce City shall be permitted to file a copy of the signed construction and maintenance agreement with the BNSF Railway Company by August 1, 2007.
2. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further required orders.
