Original Decision No. C07-0471 mailed:  June 4, 2007
1. Decision No. C07-0471 incorrectly states the amount of the civil penalty assessed against Respondent Chris Clark and Chris’ Moving Service, also know as The Perfect Move, because the $1,500 penalty referred to in section I.B.2. ¶¶  11 and 12 and in the Order in ¶¶ 3 and 4 of the Decision, is not what the Commissioners ordered at the weekly meeting; that is, a penalty of $1,500 does not match the amount stated in the minutes of the meeting that show the penalty is $1,800 payable at $150 per month for 12 months.
2. Correct Decision No. C07-0471 in section I.B.2. ¶¶  11 and 12 and in the Order in ¶¶ 3 and 4, by replacing every occurrence of "$1,500" in those paragraphs with $1,800", so those paragraphs read:

11.
For these reasons, we find that a fine of $1,800 will deter future violations of the Respondent and punish Respondent for its past behavior while still allowing it to continue its business operations.
12.
While the amount of the civil penalty, as discussed, is appropriate, there remains the issue of the Respondent’s ability to pay this amount in one lump sum.  From the evidence, we find that requiring the payment of $1,800 in one payment would work an undue hardship on the Respondent.  Consequently, we will order a payment schedule as follows:  On or before the 15th day of each month, beginning on June 15, 2007, Respondent shall pay (by certified check or money order) $150 to the Commission; and this payment schedule shall continue until the civil penalty of $1,800 is paid in full.  The payment must be received by the Commission no later than the 15th day of each month, unless the day of a month falls on a Saturday, Sunday, or state holiday, in which event the payment must be received by the Commission on the next business day.  Failure of Respondent to make a payment as scheduled will result, without further Order of the Commission, in the entire civil penalty of $1,800, less any amount paid by Respondent to the date of the missed payment, being due and payable immediately.  As used here, “immediately” means due and payable within ten calendar days of the scheduled payment date which was missed.
I. ORDER

3.
Respondent is assessed a civil penalty in the amount of $1,800.

4.
On or before the 15th day of each month, beginning on June 15, 2007, Respondent shall pay (by certified check or money order) $150 to the Commission; and this payment schedule shall continue until the civil penalty of $1,800 is paid in full.  The payment must be received by the Commission no later than the 15th day of each month, unless the day of a month falls on a Saturday, Sunday, or state holiday, in which event the payment must be received by the Commission on the next business day.  Failure of Respondent to make a payment as scheduled will result, without further Order of the Commission, in the entire civil penalty of $1,800, less any amount paid by Respondent to the date of the missed payment, being due and payable immediately.  As used here, “immediately” means due and payable within ten calendar days of the scheduled payment date which was missed.
