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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a request for an extension of time to comply with the requirements of Decision No. R07-0303 as filed by David Carrel, doing business as MTN Shuttle (MTN Shuttle).
2. Now being duly advised in the matter we grant the Application consistent with the below discussion.
3. MTN Shuttle filed an application on October 19, 2006 for permanent authority for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire.

4. We noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on October 30, 2006.

5. Peter Griff & Jillian Hollen, doing business as Fresh Tracks Transportation, on November 24, 2006, and Rainbows Inc., doing business as 453-Taxi, on November 30, 2006, filed interventions opposing a grant of the application.
6. The application was assigned to an administrative law judge for disposition and was set for hearing in Breckenridge, Colorado on March 21, 2007.

7. Peter Griff & Jillian Hollen, doing business as Fresh Tracks Transportation withdrew its intervention on December 13, 2006.

8. The intervention filed by Rainbows, Inc., doing business as 453-Taxi was withdrawn at the hearing.

9. The administrative law judge granted MTN Shuttle’s application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire on April 20, 2007 in Decision No. R07-0303.

10. Ordering Paragraph No. 3 of Decision No. R07-0303 stated that MTN Shuttle shall file certificates of insurance, tariffs, rates, and rules and regulations as required by the rules and regulations of the Commission, and Applicant shall pay the issuance fee, annual identification fee, and comply with any other requirements of the Commission.  Operations may not begin until these requirements have been met and the Applicant has been notified by the Commission that operations may begin.  If the Applicant does not comply with the requirements of this ordering paragraph within 60 days of the mailing date of this Order, then ordering paragraph no. 1 which grants authority to the Applicant shall be void, and the authority granted shall then be void.

11. The 60-day period named in ordering paragraph no. 3 of Decision No. R07-0303 expires on June 19, 2007.

12. David Carrel, the owner of MTN Shuttle filed a letter with the Commission on May 29, 2007.  In this letter, Mr. Carrell requested additional time to complete the filing requirements of Decision No. R07-0303.
13. In support of the request for additional time, Mr. Carrell states “MTN Shuttle intends to start the transportation business for the winter season of 2007-2008.  The current deadline does not allow sufficient timing to coordinate insurance policies for the intended season introduction.  A time extension until November 15, 2007 should be adequate to establish all documents and insurance as requested.  MTN Shuttle is seeking to meet all requirements for a winter season start-up and will not attempt operations until in complete approval with the PUC.”
14. In consideration of the support provided by Mr. Carrell, we find that good cause has been shown to extend the time to comply with the filing requirements of Decision No. R07-0303.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The letter filed by David Carrell, doing business as MTN Shuttle on May 29, 2007 is construed as a request to amend Decision No. R07-0303 and is granted.
2. David Carrell, doing business as MTN Shuttle is granted up to and including November 15, 2007 to comply with the requirements of Decision No. R07-0303.
3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
