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I. by the commission

A. Statement

1. On May 24, 2007, Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed a Notice of Compliance Filing to make changes to Exhibit K, the Colorado Performance Assurance Plan (CPAP), of its Ninth Revised Statement of Generally Available Terms and Conditions.

2. Qwest proposes to make changes to Exhibit K based on Commission Decision No. C07-0312, mailed April 25, 2007, and the Independent Monitor’s (IM) decision concerning the Final Disposition of MR-8 in the CPAP as it Relates to DS1 and DS1 EEL Product Groups and All Other Products, mailed February 28, 2007.

3. Qwest issued a notice to all competitors through its wholesale notification process on May 29, 2007.  No comments were received on this filing.

4. Specifically, to comply with Decision No. C07-0312 and the IM’s decision on MR-8, this filing added a description of the process for comparing MR-8 payment amounts to the sum of OP-5A and MR-7 payment amounts in order to determine whether to pay MR-8 or both OP-5A and MR-7 based on whichever is larger.  It added language to address the need to delay and MR-8 payment information reporting and the due date for any MR-8 payment for one month based on the need for the comparison with OP-5A and MR-7 which are both reported one month in arrears.
5. This filing also added a description of the opportunity for Qwest to submit a justification as to why the MR-8 results did not meet the standards, the timing for the submission, the IM’s order and the right to appeal the IM’s order to the Commission.  Further, it added new MR-8 standards for DS1 capable unbundled loops and EELs-DS1 and the new MR-8 exclusion for blindly accepted circuits for all unbundled loops. 

6. Qwest also has made some administrative changes to delete specifying the EELs-DS1 retail analogue for MR-5, MR-6, MR-7 and MR-8 in Appendix A because it is not different from the standard specified in Exhibit B for the 14-state region for MR-5, MR-6 and MR-7 and because the Commission’s order changes the standard for MR-8 which is specified in Appendix B.

7. Qwest requests that we accept this CPAP compliance filing pursuant to the revisions order in this Docket so that it may become effective as expeditiously as possible.  Further, Qwest requests that we deem all existing interconnection agreements that currently contain the CPAP be modified to incorporate these revisions without further filings.

8. We find that the changes made in this filing comply with the Independent Monitor’s Decision and Decision No. C07-0312 and, therefore, approve the changes.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Qwest Corporation’s Notice of Compliance Filing is approved.

2. All existing interconnection agreements that currently contain Exhibit K are deemed modified in accordance with the updated Exhibit K without need for further filings.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
