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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On May 18, 2007, ZippyTech, Inc. (ZippyTech) filed an application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) to provide local exchange telecommunications services. 

2. Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff) sent a letter on May 29, 2007 to the contact person identified in ZippyTech’s application requesting further information necessary for the Commission to issue a CPCN and LOR.  The request included financial information relative to the company’s ability to provide regulated telecommunications services in Colorado, and information that was omitted from the application but necessary in order for the application to be deemed complete.  Staff requested that the responses to the inquiries be submitted by June 15, 2007.  ZippyTech failed to respond to Staff’s questions.

3. Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2-2102(d) states that deficiencies not cured within 30 days of the Commission’s receipt of the application may result in rejection and the docket shall be closed.  The 30-day period expired on June 19, 2007.

4. ZippyTech represented in its application that it has not been subject to any adverse decisions resulting in penalties or sanctions by a court or regulatory body.  Research by Staff revealed that ZippyTech’s prior CPCN was revoked by Recommended Decision No. R06-1316 in Docket No. 06C-485T, on November 9, 2006 for failure to file documents prescribed by Commission Rule 4 CCR 723-2-2846.  As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of the Recommended Decision were served upon the parties to the docket in order to file exceptions.  No exceptions were filed by ZippyTech. 
5. Based on Staff’s contentions that ZippyTech failed to provide the necessary information within the prescribed time as provided in 4 CCR 723-2-2102(d), and the company’s incorrect representation in regard to disclosure of adverse decisions against it, we find good cause to reject the application for a CPCN filed by ZippyTech without prejudice.  ZippyTech is free to file another application for a CPCN with all necessary information included.

II. ORDER 

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity and Letter of Registration filed by ZippyTech, Inc. is rejected without prejudice.

2. Should ZippyTech, Inc. wish to provide jurisdictional service within Colorado it may reapply to the Commission at any time.

3. This docket is closed.
