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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On May 9, 2007, Colorado Charter Lines Inc filed an application seeking approval to abandon operations under Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC Nos. 101, 1265, and Part I of 631ANDI.

2. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on May 14, 2007. 

3. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is uncontested.  Under § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

4. The information submitted with this application warrants the granting of the requested abandonment.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That

1. This application was deemed complete on June 20, 2007, within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

2. The application filed by Colorado Charter Lines Inc for approval to abandon operations under Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC Nos. 101, 1265, and Part I of 631ANDI is granted.

3. Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC Nos. 101, 1265, and Part I of 631ANDI are CANCELED.

4. The complete authority under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 631ANDI shall be as set forth in the Appendix.

5. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

6. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.

B. ADOPTED IN THE COMMISSIONERS' WEEKLY MEETING
June 20, 2007.
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I.  Authority to operate a charter bus service not on schedule for the transportation of passengers and their baggage and equipment moving with them between all points within the Counties of El Paso, Teller, and Fremont, and between said Counties, on the one hand, and on the other hand, points in the State of Colorado.

RESTRICTION:  Item No. (I) of this certificate is restricted against the transportation of train crews originating or terminating at actual train locations on rail sidings.

II.  Authority to use equipment in the State of Colorado as a common interstate carrier between all points in the State of Colorado and the Colorado State boundary lines where all highways cross same in interstate commerce, only, subject to the provisions of the Federal Motor Carrier Act of 1935 as amended.
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
