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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application (Application), filed by the City of Sheridan (Sheridan) on June 5, 2007, requesting authority to construct improvements at the West Oxford Avenue and Natches Court intersection, which includes the crossing of Natches Court with the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR), National Inventory No. 921479M.

2. The Commission gave notice of this Application to interested parties, including adjacent property owners pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S.  The notice was mailed March 6, 2007.  However, it was discovered after expiration of the notice period that UPRR had not been provided copies of the plans and had not been included in the notice mailed by the Commission.

3. On July 13, 2007, Sheridan provided information to the Commission showing that Sheridan has now provided copies of the Application to UPRR mailed July 11, 2007.

4. Given that UPRR, the entity most affected by this application, was not provided notice originally, we will require an additional notice period to allow UPRR time to review the application, and intervene in the docket, if necessary.

5. We will allow UPRR until August 17, 2007 to review the application, and intervene as may be necessary.

6. The Commission has reviewed the record in this matter and deems that the Application is complete pursuant to § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

7. The Commission has jurisdiction in this matter under §§ 40-4-106(2)(a) & (3)(a), C.R.S.

8. Now being fully advised in the matter, we will provide an additional notice period for UPRR to review the Application, and intervene in this matter, if necessary.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by the City of Sheridan on June 5, 2007, requesting authority to construct improvements at the West Oxford Avenue and Natches Court intersection, which includes the crossing of Natches Court with the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR), National Inventory No. 921479M is deemed complete pursuant to § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

2. UPRR shall have until August 17, 2007 to intervene in this matter.

3. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further required orders.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
