I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a motion filed on July 2, 2007, by Rocky Mountain Natural Gas, LLC (Rocky Mountain) for a 30 day extension of time to file a proposal for addressing access to transportation capacity on its system.  As a result of a stipulation approved in this docket, the Commission imposed a June 30, 2007 deadline for this filing requirement.
  Rocky Mountain represents that it has provided copies of its proposals to interested entities (the two current principle users and Staff of the Commission) on June 25 and June 29.  It states in the motion that those entities wish to have more time to review the material.  Rocky Mountain contends that no party will be harmed by this extension of time

1. because it will not jeopardize the November 1, 2007 implementation date.  Rocky Mountain is unaware of any opposition to the motion.
2. No responses were filed to this motion.  We find that good cause has been shown and the unopposed motion should be approved.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for an extension of time to file a proposal for addressing access to transportation capacity on its system filed by Rocky Mountain Natural Gas, LLC on July 2, 2007 is granted.
