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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an Application filed by Qwest Corporation (Qwest) on June 7, 2007 requesting that the Commission consider testimony and evidence to set costing and pricing of certain network elements Qwest is required to provide pursuant to 47 U.S.C. §§ 251(B) and (C).  

2. The Commission gave notice of this Application to all interested parties pursuant to §40-6-108(2), C.R.S.  The notice was mailed on June 7, 2007.
3. On June 18, 2007, Eschelon Telecom of Colorado, Inc. (Eschelon) filed a Motion requesting pro hac vice admission of Minnesota attorney Ginny Zeller.  Attached to Eschelon’s Motion, is the Affidavit of Ginny Zeller required pursuant to C.R.C.P. Rule 221.1 and 4 Colorado Code of Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1201(a).
4. On June 29, 2007, Staff of the Commission intervened as of right, filed its rule 1007(a) notice and requested a hearing in this docket. 
5. On July 6, 2007, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel intervened as of right and requested a hearing in this docket.
6. On June 18, 2007, Eschelon filed a Notice of Intervention, or in the Alternative, Petition to Intervene.  On July 5, 2007, MCIMetro Access Transmission Services, LLC (MCIMetro) filed a Notice of Intervention by Right.  On July 9, 2007, XO Communications Services, Inc. (XO), DIECA Communications, Inc. doing business as Covad Communications Company (Covad), Time Warner Telecom of Colorado, LLC (Time Warner) and McLeodUSA Telecommunications Services, Inc. (McLeodUSA) filed Entries of Appearance and Notices of Intervention, or in the Alternative Petitions to Intervene.  In each of these Petitions, the companies requesting intervention state that they purchase unbundled network elements from Qwest and, therefore, have a material interest in, and will be substatially affected by, any changes to Qwest’s wholesale rates. 
B. Discussion

7. All the requirements of C.R.C.P Rule 221.1 having been met, we grant Eschelon’s Motion for admission of Ginny Zeller pro hac vice.
8. We grant the interventions of Eschelon, MCIMetro, XO, Covad, Time Warner and McLeodUSA to participate as parties in this docket.    

9. We have reviewed the Application filed by Qwest in this matter and deem the Application complete in accordance with § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

10. The issues presented in this docket will result in the setting of wholesale prices for certain jurisdictional network elements.  Because of the importance of these issues, we find that the public interest supports our setting a hearing on this matter and also that we hear this matter en banc.   In order to establish a procedural schedule, we set a prehearing conference for August 20, 2007, as set forth below. 

11. We require all parties to file jointly a proposed procedural schedule by close of business on August 17, 2007.  This joint filing shall include dates for the prefiling of testimony, dates for hearing, and any request for changes to the required discovery timelines.  Parties should take into account the Commission’s public calendar when proposing dates for hearing. 
12. We expect the parties to appear at the prehearing conference and be prepared to discuss the pre-filed proposed procedural schedule and any other procedural matters.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application of Qwest Corporation requesting that the Commission Consider Testimony and Evidence to Set Costing and Pricing of Certain Network Elements Qwest is Required to Provide Pursuant to §§ 47 U.S.C. 251(b) and (c) is deemed complete. 
2. Eschelon Telecom of Colorado, Inc.’s Motion for Pro Hac Vice Admission for Ginny Zeller is granted.
3. The Petitions for Intervention filed by Eschelon Telecom of Colorado, Inc., MCIMetro Access Transmission Services, LLC, XO Communications Services, Inc., DIECA Communications, Inc. doing business as Covad Communications Company, Time Warner Telecom of Colorado, LLC, and McLeodUSA Telecommunications Services, Inc. are granted.
