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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a joint application filed on June 6, 2007, by The Vail Corporation (Vail), Complete Telecommunications, Inc. (Complete) and RTP, LLC (RTP) requesting a Commission Order authorizing a transfer of the assets of Complete from Vail to RTP pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2-2103 and 2109.  The contemplated transaction involves the transfer of all stock ownership, the certificate of public convenience and necessity (CPCN), and the letter of registration (LOR) of Complete from Vail to RTP.  

2. Complete was granted a CPCN to provide local exchange and emerging telecommunications services, and a LOR to provide non-optional operator services in Docket No. 00A-181T, Decision No. C00-0526.  Complete has no effective tariffs on file with the Commission and filed a Notice of Discontinuance of Service Where No Customers are Affected on May 23, 2007, Docket No. 07J-189AT, pursuant to 4 CCR 723-2-2108(f).  In that notice, Complete requested to retain its CPCN and LOR.

3. Applicant RTP does not possess any Commission-issued authority to provide telecommunications services, but has provided sufficient information in the joint application to obtain a Commission grant of authority pursuant to 4 CCR 723-2-2103. 

4. On June 14, 2007, a supplement to the application was filed.  The supplement included the following additional information and corrections: 
1) Paragraph 2 of the application states that Complete will continue to provide services in Colorado.  The supplement clarified that the services that will continue to be provided are unregulated, non-jurisdictional services. 
2) Throughout the application the transfer of Complete's CPCN was the only reference to Commission-granted authority.  The supplement clarified that the request is for the approval to transfer Complete's CPCN and LOR. 
3) The supplement requested that the reference to RTP as a subsidiary of Vail in paragraph 5 and Exhibit 3 of the application be deleted, as RTP is no longer a subsidiary of Vail. 
4) The proposed effective date of the transfer was not included in the original application.  The supplement clarified that the proposed effective date of the transfer is August 1, 2007. 
5) Complete will continue to exist as its own corporate entity and as a subsidiary of Vail. 

5. On June 15, 2007, an additional supplement to the application was filed.  The supplement included the correction regarding the statement in paragraph 5 of the original application that Complete will continue to exist as its own corporate entity and as a subsidiary of Vail, which was inaccurate.  The additional supplement clarifies that Complete will become a subsidiary of RTP.  

6. On June 15, 2007, notice of the transfer was issued.  Interventions were due on or before July 16, 2007.  No interventions were filed.

B. Discussion 

7. The application is unopposed and may be considered without a hearing pursuant to § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.

8. Based on the information contained in the application and supplements, we find the proposed transfer of Complete to RTP is not contrary to the public interest and therefore grant the application. 

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The joint application for the transfer of control of Complete Telecommunications, Inc., The Vail Corporation and RTP, LLC (RTP) is deemed complete and is granted.  

2. Pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2-2109(a)(VI)(E), the joint applicants shall notify the Commission if the transfer is not consummated within 60 days of the proposed effective date stated in the application, or if the proposed transfer terms are changed prior to the consummation date.  This notice shall include this docket number and decision number approving this application. 

3. RTP shall continue to have the obligation to file an annual report with the Commission and to contribute to all applicable Colorado funds, including the Public Utilities Commission's Fixed Utilities Fund, the Colorado High Cost Support Mechanism, the Telecommunications Relay Services for the Disabled Telephone Users Program, and the Emergency Telephone Access Act Program.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
