I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a second motion for extension of time to file a proposal for addressing access to transportation capacity on its system by Rocky Mountain Natural Gas, LLC (Rocky Mountain).  The motion was filed on July 19, 2007 and seeks an extension of time through August 3, 2007.  In Decision No. C07-0619, we granted an extension of time until July 20, 2007 for the filing of a proposal for access to transportation capacity.

2. Rocky Mountain represents that it has met with Staff of the Commission and two transportation customers on July 6, July 10, and July 18, 2007, respectively.  According to the motion, these parties suggested revisions to the draft document and Rocky Mountain is in the process of revising the tariff based on those discussions.

3. Rocky Mountain states that no party will be harmed by this extension of time because it will not jeopardize the November 1, 2007 implementation date.  Rocky Mountain is unaware of any opposition to the motion.
4. Although Rocky Mountain did not ask for waiver of response time, we find that based on its representations response time can be waived.  We find that good cause has been shown and the motion should be approved.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Response time to the motion for an extension of time is waived.

2. The motion for an extension of time to file a proposal for addressing access to transportation capacity on its system filed by Rocky Mountain Natural Gas, LLC on July 19, 2007 is granted.
