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I. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for Expedited Issuance of Protective Order (Motion) in this docket filed by Qwest Corporation (Qwest).  Qwest seeks a protective order with regard to its application for Commission approval of 2007 additions to its non-impaired wire center list as set forth in a joint settlement agreement between Qwest and a coalition of CLECs.  Qwest seeks a protective order based on the model protective order attached to its Motion as Attachment A, or in the alternative, the protective order entered in Docket No. 06M-080T, pursuant to Decision No. R06-0406-I.  
2. Qwest represents that it and the CLECs which were a party to Docket No. 06M-080T negotiated and agreed to a protective order to allow Qwest to file: (1) confidential wire center information regarding business line counts and the number of fiber-based collocators as defined in the FCC’s Triennial Review and Remand Order (TRRO)
; and (2) the settlement agreement filed in Docket No. 06M-080T, which is pending an administrative law judge ruling.  

3. Qwest indicates that it has entered into a settlement agreement with CLECs which are a party to Docket No. 06M-080T
 regarding the determination of business line counts and the number of collocators in Colorado wire centers, in order to implement the FCC’s rulings in the TRRO relating to unbundled dedicated transport and high-capacity loops.  The docket also addressed other issues relating to the TRRO such as the process for identifying ad adding new wire centers to the non-impaired wire center list in the future, according to Qwest.  
4. Qwest further indicates that the parties to the settlement agreement in Docket No. 06M-080T agreed that Qwest would request a protective order to govern the handling of confidential information during this new non-impairment proceeding.  Qwest represents that it will file with the Commission, data supporting its list of additional non-impaired wire centers, along with a request for Commission approval of the list.  Qwest will provide the data supporting the updated list to all CLECs that have signed the protective order.  Qwest seeks approval of either a standing protective order or a new protective order based on the model protective order it attached as Attachment A to its Motion.  
5. Qwest states that the information it will file is to include certain highly-confidential wire center data, including highly-confidential CLEC-specific data, for the purposes of counting business line counts and fiber-based collocators in specific wire centers, which should be protected by a protective order.

Findings
6. We are persuaded that a protective order is necessary to protect the highly sensitive nature of the information Qwest intends to file in this docket.  Therefore, we grant Qwest’s motion for protective order.  However, we do not adopt the Minnesota protective order attached as Attachment A to the Motion, nor do we issue a standing protective order from Docket No. 06M-080T as Qwest requests.  We note that the settlement agreement in Docket No. 06M-080T, from which the protective order derives, is not yet approved by the administrative law judge.  Therefore, rather than merely issue a standing protective order from Docket No. 06M-080T, we utilizing that protective order as a template, and issue a new protective order in this docket.  While the protective order is identical in form and content, we find it better to “re-issue” the order in this docket.  
7. Therefore, the parties must execute and will be bound by the protective order in this docket attached as Attachment A to this Order.

ORDER

I. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion by Qwest Corporation for a Protective Order in this docket for information it intends to file regarding confidential wire center information regarding business line counts and the number of fiber-based collocators as defined in the FCC’s TRRO is granted consistent with the discussion above.
2. Parties wishing to obtain the information subject to the protective order in this docket must execute and agree to be bound by the terms of the protective order attached as Attachment A to this Order.

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
