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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion to Amend Decision No. C07-0336 (Motion)
 filed by the Great Western Railway of Colorado, L.L.C. (GWR) on August 1, 2007.

2. By Decision No. C07-0336, we required GWR to maintain the roadway approaches to the crossing given our understanding that the roadway would be owned, operated, and maintained by GWR and its affiliated companies.
3. In its Motion, GWR states that the ownership of the property of the existing Great Western Drive is divided down the middle of the roadway with the west half owned by the Town of Windsor (Windsor) and the east half owned by Broe Land Acquisitions II, LLC.  

4. GWR states in the Motion that GWR and Windsor agree that the maintenance of the roadway approaches following the construction of the new crossing shall be assigned to Windsor.  Attached as Exhibit B to the Motion is a letter signed by the Mayor of Windsor stating that once the permanent roadway is completed, it will be dedicated to Windsor.  Windsor requests that the Commission modify its order to assign the roadway maintenance responsibilities, as required under 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-7-7211(c), to allow maintenance of the entire roadway and crossing approaches in a like manner to other similar situations within Windsor’s borders.    

5. No responses to the Motion were filed.
6. Now being duly advised in the matter, we will grant the Motion given the roadway ownership clarification provided by GWR in the Motion, and given that the other party affected by the Motion, Windsor, concurs in the request to modify Decision No. C07-0336.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion to Amend Decision No. C07-0336 (Motion) filed by the Great Western Railway of Colorado, L.L.C. is granted.
2. Ordering paragraph 4 of Decision No. C07-0336 is modified so that the Town of Windsor shall be required to maintain, at its expense, the roadway approaches to the crossing pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-7-7211(c).

3. The remaining requirements of Decision No. C07-0336 regarding assignment of a new National Inventory No., filing of a signed Construction and Maintenance agreement by September 22, 2007, and informing the Commission, in writing, of completion of the new crossing and new National Inventory No. assigned to the crossing are still in effect.

4. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the first day following the effective date of this Order.

5. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further required orders.

6. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
