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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application, filed by the City of Steamboat Springs, Department of Public Works (Steamboat Springs) on July 2, 2007, requesting authority to change an existing private at-grade highway-rail crossing to a public crossing, and to modify the crossing including widening and reconstruction of the crossing and installation of active warning devices consisting of flashing light signals, automatic gates and bells at the crossing of Anglers Drive, and the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR), National Inventory No. 253657C (Application). 

2. The Commission gave notice of this Application to all interested parties, including adjacent property owners pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S.  The notice was mailed July 9, 2007.

3. On August 7, 2007, UPRR filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention.  UPRR objects to the Application as filed.  UPRR states that it would not object if three conditions were to occur; Steamboat Springs amends the application to include UPRR’s updated estimate of a 48 foot crossing, Steamboat Springs requests that interim crossbucks with stop signs be installed prior to the installation of the crossing signals, and Steamboat Springs enters into a public crossing agreement with UPRR to cover the issues at the crossing.

4. The Commission reviewed the record in this matter and deems that the Application is complete pursuant to § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

5. The Commission has jurisdiction in this matter under §§ 40-4-106(2)(a) and (3)(a), C.R.S.

6. Now being fully advised in the matter, we refer the Application to an Administrative Law Judge for determination of its merits.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application filed by the City of Steamboat Springs, Department of Public Works on July 2, 2007, requesting authority to change an existing private at-grade highway-rail crossing to a public crossing, and to modify the crossing, including widening and reconstruction of the crossing and installation of active warning devices consisting of flashing light signals, automatic gates and bells at the crossing of Anglers Drive, and the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR), National Inventory No. 253657C, is deemed complete pursuant to § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

2. The intervention filed by UPRR is granted.

3. Docket No. 07A-260R is referred for hearing before an Administrative Law Judge of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission.

4. The assigned Administrative Law Judge shall establish a procedural schedule for the filing of exhibit and witness lists, any pre-filed testimony, hearing date, hearing location, and the filing of any necessary signed construction and maintenance agreements.
