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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On August 20, 2007, MEYLO, Inc., doing business as Big Sky Airport Shuttle (Big Sky Airport Shuttle) filed an application for authority to publish Time Schedule No. 4 on less than the 30-day notice required by Rule 1210(b)(II) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.

2. Schafer-Schonewill & Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express &/or Wolf Express Shuttle (Englewood Express) is the owner of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 52940.  Englewood Express was granted approval on July 24, 2006, by Decision No. R06-0854 in Docket No. 06A-253CP, to allow Big Sky Airport Shuttle to lease CPCN PUC No. 52940 for a period of three years.

3. The authority named in CPCN PUC No. 52940 allows Big Sky Airport Shuttle to provide scheduled service:  between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and points in the following described area:  beginning at the intersection of Interstate 70 and Colorado Boulevard, Denver, Colorado; then west along Interstate 70 to Lowell Boulevard; then south along Lowell Boulevard to Alameda Avenue; then east along Alameda Avenue, as extended, to Colorado Boulevard; then north along Colorado Boulevard, to the point of beginning, on the other hand.
4. Time Schedule No. 4 names service between Denver International Airport and hotels in the downtown Denver, Colorado area.
5. In support of this application Noureddine Loraoui, the manager of Big Sky Airport Shuttle, states:

As this is a starting company we are still acquiring more vehicles and drivers to increase our availability and to better serve our guests.  One year ago, Big Sky Airport Shuttle started with 4 vehicles, now our company is managing 20 vans.  The old schedule is not adequate to our actual fleet, at Big Sky Shuttle we are trying our best to service the public with a growing fleet to cover the crucial time of summer season.
6. In Time Schedule No. 4, Big Sky Airport Shuttle proposes to add service to the following hotels:  the Comfort Inn, the Crown Plaza, the Curtis, and the Hilton Garden.  Service to the Brown Palace is eliminated.  Big Sky Airport Shuttle, as shown in the existing time schedule, provided 21 daily round-trips between 5 hotels in downtown Denver and Denver International Airport.  The hotels were served on the same route.  In Time Schedule No. 4, Big Sky Airport Shuttle proposes to provide 21 round-trips between each of the 8 hotels and Denver International Airport.  The proposed service will be provided on two routes.  Each of the routes will provide service to four of the hotels.
7. Pursuant to Rule 6207(k) of the Commission's Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, the Commission may, for good cause shown, allow a common carrier to change tariffs or time schedules on less than 30 days’ notice.

8. The Commission finds that Big Sky Airport Shuttle has shown good cause for the approval of the proposed changes in Time Schedule No. 4 and that the application to file the schedule on less than 30 days’ notice should be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application of MEYLO, Inc., doing business Big Sky Airport Shuttle to publish Time Schedule No. 4 on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. MEYLO, Inc., doing business Big Sky Shuttle shall publish Time Schedule No. 4 on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission and the general public.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
