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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Background
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application filed by Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. (CNG) on April 30, 2007, for approval of CNG’S Cost Assignment and Allocation Manual (CAAM) and Fully Distributed Cost Study (FDC Study) prepared in accordance with the Rules Regulating Gas Utilities and Pipeline Operators, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-4-4503 and 4504.

2. On May 25, 2007, THE Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) filed a Notice of Intervention of Right, Entry of Appearance and Request for Hearing in this docket. 

3. On August 13, 2007, CNG filed a motion to amend its application, and requests that the docket be processed pursuant to the Commission’s modified procedures (Motion), and also requests a waiver of response time to the Motion.  In its Motion, CNG represents that it conferred with Staff and OCC and all three parties agreed to certain modifications to the proposed CAAM.  Consequently, the application is now uncontested.  CNG further requests that the Commission process the application according to modified procedures pursuant to Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1403 and § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.  CNG further represents that Staff and OCC support the relief requested here.

4. On August 17, 2007, OCC filed a motion to withdraw its intervention in this docket indicating that its concerns with respect to the filed documents were resolved. 

B. Findings and Conclusions
5. We are satisfied that CNG’s CAAM and FDC Study contain all the necessary information required by our rules.  We are further satisfied that no disagreements regarding the methodologies or data provided by CNG in its amended application exist among Staff, OCC or CNG.  Therefore, we find good cause to grant CNG’s amended application regarding its CAAM and FDC Study.  We additionally find good cause to grant CNG’s request to process its amended application pursuant to the Commission’s modified procedures under Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1403.  Because the Motion is unopposed, we waive response time to the Motion.  Finally, we find good cause to grant OCC’s motion to withdraw its intervention in this docket.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Colorado Natural Gas, Inc.’s (CNG) Motion to Amend Verified Application for an Order Approving its Cost Assignment and Allocation Manual and Fully Distributed Cost Study is granted consistent with the discussion above. 

2. CNG’s Request That This Docket be Processed Pursuant to Modified Procedures is granted.  

3. CNG’s Request for Waiver of Response Time is granted.  

4. The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel’s Motion to Withdraw its Intervention is granted.

5. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the mailed date of this Order.

6. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
