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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for an order on the Motion for leave to amend the Petition for High Cost Support Mechanism (HCSM) Funding and Request for waiver of response time, filed by Nunn Telephone Company (Nunn) on August 24, 2007.

2. Nunn is submitting the motion pursuant to Rule 1309 of the commission’s rules of Practive and Procedure, 4,CCR 723-1-1309.

3. On April 12, 2007 Nunn filed its Petition for High Cost Support Mechanism Funding and its Motion for Variance from Commission Rule.  At the time it prepared and filed the Petition and Motion, Nunn believed that it was not entitled to local switching cost support. The Petitioner became aware of a separations factor error in its analysis as the result of Staff’s verification of the company’s calculation of HCSM eligibility.  Pursuant to Staff Witness Patricia Parker’s testimony at the hearing on Staff’s Motion to Compel on July 23, 2007. Nunn corrected the separations factor, derived from Ms. Parker’s review, and now calculates that it is eligible for HCSM high cost switching support in the amount of $13,365.
4. Nunn also believed at the time that it made its filing, based on its knowledge of Commission Staff filings in other dockets, including Docket No. 05R-529T, that under the Commission’s revised HCSM petition rules Nunn might be required to secure a waiver of Commission Rule 2847(f)II) in order to secure its requested HCSM support.  Nunn now seeks Commission approval to withdraw that Motion for Variance. Nunn believes and thus asserts that Staff has clarified its interpretation of 2847(f)II) such that the Nunn filing meets both the applicable statutory and Commission Rule requirements and is thus consistent with prior HCSM rural LEC filings. As a consequence Nunn requires no waiver from this Commission of the provisions of 2847(f)(II).  
5. Nunn also requests that response time to this motion be waived or shortened so that the amendments to its Petition requested herein can be addressed by the Commission at the same time that it considers final action on the underlying Petition seeking HCSM support. 
6.  Nunn is not aware of any disagreement as to its entitlement to HCSM support for high cost switching or concerning its request to withdraw its Motion for Variance. Now being fully advised in the matter, we find that good cause has been provided and we grant Nunn’s motion for an extension of time and consolidation of hearings.

7. Response time to this motion is waived.
II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:
1. Nunn Telephone Companies motion to Amend Petition for High Cost Support Mechanism funding, filed by on August 24, 2007 is granted.

2. Response time to this motion is waived
3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
