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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application filed by Comcast Phone of Colorado, LLC, doing business as Comcast Digital Phone (Comcast) on August 20, 2007, to modify its certificate of public convenience and necessity (CPCN) to remove the requirement to offer residential services pursuant to Commission Rule 4 Code of Colorado (CCR) 723-2-2104 and for expedited treatment.  (See 4 CCR 723-1-1206(d).

2. AT&T Broadband Phone of Colorado, LLC (AT&T Broadband) was granted a CPCN to provide competitive local exchange service and a Letter of Registration (LOR) to provide non-optional operator services in Decision No. C01-603, Docket No. 01A-182T.  Ordering Paragraph No. 4 of that order stated that AT&T Broadband "shall provide local exchange telecommunications services to residential customers".  As a result of the Commission granting the authority to transfer control from AT&T Broadband to Comcast in Decision No. C02-470, Docket No. 02A-169T, Comcast became the successor-in-interest of the CPCN granted to AT&T Broadband.  

3. On August 10, 2007, Comcast filed an application to discontinue the provision of residential facilities-based service in Colorado.  Due to this pending application, Comcast requests that its CPCN be amended to remove the requirement that it must offer residential service. 

4. Comcast notes that in recent Commission decisions which granted a CPCN to other Competitive Local Exchange Carriers (CLECs), the Commission no longer required those providers to offer residential service within their service territories.  Comcast further noted that the Commission has permitted other CLECs to discontinue service to residential customers and to modify their respective authorities, as this requirement is consistent with the Commission's past policies regarding competitive entry.  Thus, Comcast requests that its CPCN be amended to remove the requirement to offer residential service, but retain the option to do so at a later date.
The application also requests that notice of this application be shortened to 10 days due to the proposed commencement date of Comcast’s discontinuance of residential service on September 26, 2007.  
We granted the shortened notice period by minute entry at the Commissioner's Weekly Meeting held on August 22, 2007.  Notice was posted on the Commission’s web site on August 22, 2007.  Interventions were due on or before September 4, 2007.  None were filed.

5. On August 24, 2007, Comcast filed a response to questions posed by Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission.  That response completed the initial application.

6. Comcast represents in its application that it intends to discontinue providing traditional circuit-switched service, but will continue providing services to residential customers through a phone service using Internet protocol (Digital Voice), which is an unregulated service.  

7. We find good cause has been shown, and therefore grant Comcast’s application.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application is deemed complete.

2. Comcast Phone of Colorado, LLC's (Comcast) application to remove the requirement to offer residential local exchange services in the State of Colorado is granted.

3. Following the effective date of this Decision, Comcast is directed to file an advice letter to grandfather any remaining offerings in its tariff related to residential products and services.  This shall be completed on not less than 14 days notice to the Commission and shall be a compliance filing.

4. Comcast will continue to offer all of its regulated services to its business customers on a non-discriminatory basis.  This Order does not affect services offered to Comcast's business customers.

5. Comcast may offer regulated residential service in the future and upon its decision to do so, it shall file an advice letter and tariff pages relating to residential local exchange service to become effective on not less than 30 days’ notice. 

6. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
