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I. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an Application for Commission Approval of 2007 Additions to Non-Impaired Wire Center List filed by Qwest Corporation (Qwest) on June 22, 2007.
  In this filing, Qwest requests that Commission approve its 2007 additions to its non-impaired wire center list as set forth in the joint settlement agreement between Qwest and certain competitive local exchange carriers (CLECs)
 that Qwest has concurrently filed for Commission approval in the Commission’s initial Triennial Review Remand Order (TRRO) non-impaired wire center proceeding, Docket No. 06M-080T. 
2. By Decision No. C07-0666, we decided to hold the merits of this Application filing in abeyance until the outcome of the underlying docket, Docket No. 06M-080T, was determined.  It is now clear to us that Docket No. 06M-080T will not be resolved in the near future due to the need for the filing of additional comments and briefs and the continued resolution of many outlying issues.  The interdependencies of these two dockets is self-evident.  In Docket No. 06M-080T, the Commission is determining what data and methodology Qwest will be required to used to establish the list of non-impaired wire centers for 2006 as well as those additions going forward.  We cannot make a decision on the adequacy of the 2007 additions to the list, as the Application requests, without first resolving the threshold issues.
3. Section 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., directs that the Commission must issue a decision on an application no later than 210 days after the application is deemed complete when no testimony is filed with the application.   In the instant docket, the 210 days expire February 27, 2008.  As we stated in Decision No. C07-0666, we cannot rule on this Application until Docket No. 06M-080T is complete.  We are concerned that Docket No. 06M-080T will not be resolved in time for us to issue a decision on this Application especially if testimony and hearings are required. 
4. Therefore, we request that Qwest either:  1)  file a letter waiving the statutory 210-day deadline for decision as provided in § 40-6-109.5(3), C.R.S.; 2)  file for leave to withdraw the Application without prejudice; or 3)  inform us as to any other option that will relieve the time pressure on the Commission. 

ORDER

I. The Commission Orders That:

1. Qwest Corporation shall file its choice of relief as outlined in Paragraph 4 above, by October 1, 2007.

2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
