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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a motion for an extension of time filed by Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. (CNG) on October 1, 2007.  
2. On July 5, 2006, CNG filed Advice Letter No. 32-Gas.  The Commission suspended the proposed tariffs for investigation and hearing by Decision No. C06-0841.
3. By Commission Decision No. R07-0154 the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement reached in this docket was approved.  A Compliance Appendix attached to the Decision set forth the requirements for the parties to complete.  Under the compliance requirements, CNG was to file an advice letter to revise its construction allowance available to new customers on or before July 16, 2007.
4. On October 1, 2007, CNG filed the above-captioned Motion.  CNG indicated that it inadvertently overlooked and missed this filing deadline.  CNG further states that it was not able to file the advice letter timely and is therefore requesting an extension of time until October 30, 2007 in which to file the advice letter.  CNG requests that response time to this motion be waived.  CNG represents that the motion is unopposed.
5. Now being fully advised in the matter, we find good cause to grant the motion.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That: 

1. The motion for extension of time filed by Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. (CNG) is granted.  
2. The deadline to file an advice letter to revise CNG’s construction allowance available to new customers originally due on July 16, 2007 is extended to October 30, 2007.
3. Response time to the motion is waived.
