I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On October 9, 2007 Casino Transportation, Inc. filed an application for authority to publish 3rd Revised Page 2 to Passenger Time Schedule No. 21 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

2. Casino Transportation, Inc., under the authorities named in Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC Nos. 48419 and 52393, may provide scheduled service between points in the Denver, Colorado metro area, on the one hand, and casinos in Black Hawk and Central City, Colorado, on the other hand.
3. Time Schedule No. 21 names sixteen daily round-trips between the Buckingham Square Mall, Aurora, Colorado, on the one hand, and casinos in Black Hawk and Central City, Colorado, on the other hand.  The Rodeway Inn at 12100 West 44th Avenue, Wheat Ridge, Colorado, is served as an intermediate drop-off and pick-up point on each of these round-trips.
4. Casino Transportation, Inc. also filed an application with the Commission on October 1, 2007.  In this application, Casino Transportation, Inc. requested authority to publish 2nd Revised Page 2 to Passenger Time Schedule No. 21 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

5. Casino Transportation, Inc., in 2nd Revised Page 2, proposed to eliminate service to and from the Buckingham Square Mall.  The service previously provided from Buckingham Square Mall was to be moved to a location at 111 Havana Street in Aurora, Colorado.
6. Casino Transportation, Inc., in 2nd Revised Page 2, also proposed to eliminate service to and from the Rodeway Inn.  The service previously provided from the Rodeway Inn was to be moved to an existing scheduled stop at Heritage Square, 18301 U. S. Highway 40, Golden, Colorado.
7. In support of the application filed on October 1, 2007, Greg Waterman, the vice-president of Casino Transportation, Inc., stated that “CTI requests this approval on less than statutory notice due to the fact that our lease has been abruptly terminated at 1182 S. Havana as the Buckingham Mall is being torn down.  CTI also requests to eliminate its pick-up location at 12100 W. 44th Avenue, Wheat Rridge, CO (Rodeway) because decreasing ridership has not made it possible to keep that location open any longer.  Time schedules for the Rodeway location and the Buckingham Mall location were consistently missed due to traffic congestion on I-70, coupled with their combined distance from Black Hawk.  CTI will now run Havana without stops at any additional locations and will redirect the Rodeway riders to its Heritage location (also a direct run to Black Hawk and Central City) so that CTI riders will have direct service, on time to Central City and Black Hawk.”
8. The application of Casino Transportation, Inc. to publish 2nd Revised Page 2 to Time Schedule No. 21 on less-than-statutory notice was granted by the Commission on October 3, 2007 by Decision No. C07-0841.

9. In the application filed on October 9, 2007, Mr. Waterman states “CTI originally had negotiated for space at 111 Havana and on October 1, 2007, had received a written proposal to lease parking spaces only at that location.  CTI requested from the landlord that we also lease indoor facilities at the same location, which were currently unoccupied so as to provide comfortable, year round, climate controlled waiting area for our patrons waiting for the buses.  The landlord’s response, on Tuesday, October 2, 2007, was that they would not lease us indoor space.  We then pursued and successfully negotiated for and signed a lease on Thursday, October 4, 2007 for space at 12405 East Mississippi that included indoor space and parking for our patrons.”
10. The only change made to the 2nd Revised Page 2 by the 3rd Revised Page 2 to Time Schedule No.21 is the substitution of the stop at 12405 East Mississippi for the stop at 111 Havana Street.  The factors relevant to the granting of the previous application as discussed in Decision No. C07-0841 remain the same.
11. Pursuant to Rule 6207(k) of the Commission's Rules Regulating Transportation By Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, the Commission may, for good cause, allow a common carrier to change tariffs or time schedules on less than 30 days notice.

12. Therefore, we find that Casino Transportation, Inc. has shown good cause for the approval of the proposed changes in Time Schedule No. 21.  CTI’s application to file the schedule on less than 30 days notice is granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application of Casino Transportation, Inc. to publish 3rd Revised Page 2 to Time Schedule No. 21 on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. Casino Transportation, Inc. shall publish 3rd Revised Page 2 to Time Schedule No. 21 on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission and the general public.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
