I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On February 14, 2007, in Docket No. 07A-048CP-XFER, Golden West Commuter LLC filed an application for approval to transfer Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC Nos. 14314 and 54763 to SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. (Applicant).

2. On May 9, 2007, the Commission approved the transfer of CPCN PUC Nos. 14314 and 54763 to Applicant.  See, Decision No. C07-0374.  At that time, we ordered Applicant to file an application to consolidate CPCN PUC Nos. 14314, 54763, and 55686 into one CPCN and to eliminate the overlaps and/or duplications that may result from that consolidation.
3. On July 23, 2007, in compliance with Decision No. C07-0374, Applicant filed the application that is the subject of this docket.  The application seeks the consolidation of CPCN Nos. 55686, 14314 and 54763 into CPCN No. 55686; an extension of the newly revised CPCN No. 55686; and the abandonment and cancellation of duplicate, overlapping and residual authorities of CPCN Nos. 14314 and 54763 as follows:
Scheduled Authority: 

1.  Extend Part I of Certificate No. 14314 by deleting Restriction (B) against “trips originating or terminating at the intersection of I-70 and Exit 256 near Lookout Mountain,” and consolidate that extended authority into Certificate No. 55686 as Part I(I).

2.  Consolidate Restrictions 1(D) and 1(E) in Certificate No. 55686 with Restriction (A) in Certificate No. 14314 as Restriction I (D) in consolidated Certificate No. 55686 to read:  “Items I(G), (H) and (I) are restricted to providing service to points named in the carrier’s filed time schedule.”

3.  Without altering the scope of the authority originally granted, edit Part IV of Certificate No. 55686 by replacing “the Boulder/Jefferson County Line” with “120th Avenue, as extended,” and consolidate related Restrictions 4(C) and (D) with corresponding edits, to reflect revisions in the Boulder County boundary due to the creation of Broomfield County.

Call and Demand Limousine Authority:

1.  Cancel Part III of Certificate No. 14314 because it overlaps and duplicates Part II of the same Certificate.

2.  Cancel Part VI of Certificate No. 14314 (i) to the extent it overlaps and duplicates the authority granted by Part V of the same Certificate, and (ii) to the extent it overlaps and duplicates the authority granted by Certificate No. 54763 with respect to trips between their overlapping territories and DIA; and abandon the residual authority in Part VI.

3.  In Part II(F) of consolidated Certificate No. 55686, combine the two territories described in Parts III and V of Certificate No. 14314 into a single territory encompassing both, and:


(a)  extend the authority granted by Parts III and V:  (i) to authorize point to point service between all points in the combined territory; (ii) by deleting Restriction (C) on Part III of Certificate No. 14314 (requiring service to be provided in conjunction with, and just before or just after, scheduled service to and from DIA under Part I of Certificate No. 14314); and (iii) by deleting Restriction (H) on Part V of Certificate No. 14314 (restricting service to vehicles with a seating capacity of 29 passengers or fewer, plus the driver); 


(b)  delete Restriction (I) on Part V (against providing taxi service) as redundant because no authority to provide taxi service is granted in Certificate No. 14314; and 


(c)  add Restriction 2(D) in consolidated Certificate No. 55686 (restricting Part II(F) against service between points in the City and County of Denver) to avoid duplication of existing authority in Parts II(A) and (E) of Certificate No. 55686.

4.  Consolidated Certificate No. 55686 incorporates the authority granted in Certificate No. 54763 by splitting it into east and west halves separated by the western boundary of Jefferson County.  Part II(G) is the west half and Part II(H) is the east half in consolidated Certificate No. 55686.


(a)  Part II(G) eliminates the point to point authority granted in the west half (i.e., west of Jefferson County) of the territory described in Certificate No. 54763 to avoid overlap and duplication with that same authority granted in Part II(F) of consolidated Certificate No. 55686.


(b)  Part II(H) eliminates the point to point authority granted in the east half (i.e., within Jefferson County) of the territory described in Certificate No. 54763 to avoid overlap and duplication with that same authority in Part II(F) of consolidated Certificate No. 55686.


(c)  Part II(H) excludes service between DIA and points in the east half of the territory described in Certificate No. 54763 to avoid overlap and duplication with that same authority in Part II(A) of consolidated Certificate No. 55686.  


(d)  Parts II(G) and (H) of consolidated Certificate No. 55686 extend the authority granted in Certificate No. 54763 by eliminating the Restriction against service that either originates or terminates in Golden, Colorado.

Charter Authority:

1.  Consolidate the charter authorities granted by Part IV of Certificate No. 14314 with the Jefferson County-based charter authority granted by Part III (A) of Certificate No. 55686, and merge their respective Restrictions (D), (E), (F) and (G), and Restriction 3 (A)(1) and (2) (with the result that all Restrictions cancel each other out).  Restate the consolidated, merged authority as Part III (D) of consolidated Certificate No. 55686 as follows:  “Between all points in Jefferson County, Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.”
4. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on August 6, 2007.
5. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is uncontested.  Under § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

6. We find that the information submitted with this application provides good cause to grant the requested extension and that the application is in the public interest.

7. We find that the present or future public convenience and necessity requires, or will require, the transportation service as requested.

8. We also find that Applicant is fit to perform the service as requested.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. This application was deemed complete on September 11, 2007, within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

2. Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) Nos. 14314, 54763, and 55686 are consolidated into one surviving authority, CPCN No. 55686.  CPCN Nos. 14314 and 54763, together with any duplicating or overlapping authorities resulting from the consolidation, are hereby abandoned and cancelled.
3. SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. is authorized to extend operations under CPCN PUC No. 55686 consistent with Paragraph 3 of the above findings and conclusions.
4. The complete authority under CPCN PUC No. 55686, as extended, shall be as set forth in the Appendix.
5. SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. shall not commence operations under the extension of CPCN PUC No. 55686 until it has:  (a) paid to the Commission the applicable vehicle identification fee for each vehicle to be operated under authority granted by the Commission; (b) filed a tariff and time schedule, in compliance with applicable Commission rules, with an effective date no earlier than ten days after filing; (c) paid the applicable issuance fee; and (d) received notice in writing from the Commission that it is in compliance and may begin service.
6. If SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. does not comply with the requirements of this Order within 60 days of its effective date, then the authority to conduct operations shall be void.  For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 60 days.

7. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
8. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.

Between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and, on the other hand, all transient hotels and motels located in the following described area:  beginning at the intersection of east Arizona Avenue and Colorado Boulevard; thence south along Colorado Boulevard, as extended, to its intersection with County Line Road; thence east along County Line Road, as extended, to its intersection with Tower Road, as extended; thence north along Tower Road, as extended, to its intersection with 56th Avenue; thence west along 56th Avenue to its intersection with Havana Street; thence south along Havana Street, as extended, to its intersection with East Arizona Avenue, as extended; thence west along East Arizona Avenue, as extended, to the point of beginning; 

D.
Between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and, on the other hand, all transient hotels and motels located in the following described area:  beginning at the intersection of Martin Luther King Boulevard and Quebec Street; thence west on Martin Luther King Boulevard to its intersection with Holly Street; thence north on Holly Street, as extended, to its intersection with 56th Avenue; thence east along 56th Avenue to Quebec Street; thence south along Quebec Street to the point of beginning;

E.
Between Denver International Airport and Lowry Air Force Base, in Denver, Colorado; 

F.
Between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and, on the other hand, the intersection of East Arapahoe Road and South University Boulevard, in Arapahoe County, and all points within a one-third mile radius of the intersection of Main Street and South Prince Street, located in Littleton, Colorado;

G.
Between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and, on the other hand, all points in the following described area:  beginning at the intersection of Arizona Avenue and Colorado Boulevard, Denver, Colorado, then east on Arizona Avenue, as extended, to its intersection with Holly Street; then north on Holly Street to its intersection with 6th Avenue; then west on 6th Avenue to its intersection with University Boulevard; then south on University Boulevard to its intersection with Evans Avenue; then east on Evans Avenue to its intersection with Colorado Boulevard; then north on Colorado Boulevard to the point of beginning;

H.
Between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and, on the other hand, all points in the following described area: beginning at the intersection of County Line Road and Colorado Boulevard, Arapahoe County, State of Colorado; thence south along Colorado Boulevard, as extended, to a point one-half mile south of Lincoln Avenue, as extended; thence due east along a line to a point one-half mile east of Gun Club Road as extended; thence due north along a line to its intersection with 56th Avenue; then west along 56th Avenue to its intersection with Tower Road; thence south along Tower Road , as extended, to its intersection with County Line Road, as extended; thence west along County Line Road, as extended, to the point of beginning; and

I.
Between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and on the other hand, points in the County of Jefferson, State of Colorado, as follows:  beginning at the intersection of Sheridan Boulevard and 44th Avenue; thence west along 44th Avenue to its intersection with Colorado Highway 58; thence west along Colorado Highway 58 to its intersection with U.S. Highway 6; thence southwest along an imaginary line to the intersection of I-70 and Exit 256 near Lookout Mountain; thence southeast along an imaginary line to the Intersection of U.S. Highway 285 and Colorado Highway 8; thence east along U.S. Highway 285 to its intersection with Quincy Avenue (as extended); thence east along Quincy Avenue (as extended) to its intersection with Sheridan Boulevard; thence north along Sheridan Boulevard to the point of beginning.  

II.
Transportation of passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine service:

A.
Between all points in the area comprised of the counties of Denver, Adams, Arapahoe, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand;

B.
Between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and, on the other hand, all transient hotels and motels and all bus stations and railway stations, within an area bounded as follows:  commencing at 20th Street and Broadway; thence northwest along 20th Street to Wynkoop Street, as extended; thence southwest along Wynkoop Street,as extended, to Speer Boulevard; thence northwest on Speer Boulevard to Alcott Street; thence south on Alcott Street to 26th Avenue; thence east on 26th Avenue to Zuni Street; thence north on Zuni Street to Speer Boulevard; thence southeast along Speer Boulevard to West Colfax Avenue; thence east on West Colfax Avenue to Broadway; thence south on Broadway to 10th Avenue; thence east on 10th Avenue to Logan Street; thence north on Logan Street to 20th Avenue; thence west on 20th Avenue to Broadway; thence north on Broadway to the point of beginning;

C.
Between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and, on the other hand, all transient hotels and motels located in the following described area:  beginning at the intersection of East Arizona Avenue and Colorado Boulevard; thence south along Colorado Boulevard, as extended, to its intersection with County Line Road; thence east along County Line Road, as extended, to its intersection with Tower Road, as extended; thence north along Tower Road, as extended, to its intersection with 56th Avenue; thence west along 56th Avenue to its intersection with Havana Street; thence south along Havana Street,as extended, to its intersection with East Arizona Avenue, as extended; thence west along East Arizona Avenue, as extended, to the point of beginning;

D.
Between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and, on the other hand, all transient hotels and motels located in the following described area:  beginning at the intersection of Martin Luther King Boulevard and Quebec Street; thence west on Martin Luther King Boulevard to its intersection with Holly Street; thence north on Holly Street, as extended, to its intersection with 56th Avenue; thence east along 56th Avenue, as extended, to Quebec Street; thence south along Quebec Street to the point of beginning;

E.
Between all points within the City and County of Denver, State of Colorado;

F.
Between all points within the following defined area:  beginning at the intersection of Sheridan Boulevard and Quincy Avenue; thence north on Sheridan Boulevard to its intersection with I-70; thence west along Interstate 70 to its intersection with Simms Street (as extended); thence north along Simms Street (as extended) to its intersection with 64th Avenue; thence west along 64th Avenue (as extended) to its intersection with the Jefferson-Gilpin County Line, thence south along the Jefferson-Gilpin County Line to its intersection with the Clear Creek County Line; thence west and south along the Clear Creek County Line to its intersection with the Park County Line; thence east along the Clear Creek-Park County Line to its intersection with the Georgetown-Grant Road; thence south along the Georgetown-Grant Road to its intersection with U.S. Highway 285 near Grant; thence east and northeast along U.S. Highway 285 to its intersection with Colorado Highway 470; thence east along Quincy Avenue (as extended) to the point of beginning;

G.
Between all points within the following defined area:  beginning at the intersection of Interstate Highway 70 and the western boundary of Jefferson County; thence west along Interstate 70 to the Georgetown exit; thence southeast along an imaginary line to the intersection of Park County Road 64B and U.S. Highway 285 at Bailey, Colorado; thence northeast along U.S. Highway 285 to the western boundary of Jefferson County; thence north along the western boundary of Jefferson County to the point of beginning, on the one hand, and all points within the City and County of Denver, on the other hand; and

H.
Between all points in the following described area:  beginning at the intersection of U.S. Highway 6 and Colorado Highway 58; thence southwest along an imaginary line to the intersection of Interstate Highway 70 and Exit 256 near Lookout Mountain; thence west along Interstate 70 to its intersection with the western boundary of Jefferson County; thence south along the western boundary of Jefferson County to its intersection with U.S. Highway 285; thence northeast along U.S. Highway 285 to its intersection with Interstate Highway 470; thence north along Interstate Highway 470 to Interstate Highway 70; thence north along Interstate Highway 70 to its intersection with U.S. Highway 6; thence northwest along U.S. Highway 6 to the point of beginning, on the one hand, and all points within the City and County of Denver except Denver International Airport, on the other hand.  

III.
Transportation of passengers and their baggage, in charter service:

A.
Between all points in the area comprised of the counties of Denver, Adams and Arapahoe, State of Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand;

B.
Between all points within the City and County of Denver, State of Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points within the State of Colorado, on the other hand;

C.
Between all points within the City and County of Denver, State of Colorado; and

D.
Between all points in Jefferson County, Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.

IV.
Transportation of passengers and their baggage, on schedule and in call-and-demand limousine service:  between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and on the other hand, all transient hotels and motels located within two miles of that portion of U.S. Highway 36 between the intersection of U.S. Highway 36 and 120th Avenue, as extended, and the intersection of U.S. Highway 36 and Pecos Avenue. 

This Certificate is restricted as follows:

RESTRICTIONS:

1.
Item I is restricted as follows:

A.
To the extent that Items I(A) and I(B) authorize duplicating authority, only one operating right exists;

B.
Item I(A) is restricted to the use of vehicles with a passenger capacity of not less than nine passengers, including the driver; 

C.
Transient hotels or motels referenced in Item I are defined as hotels or motels ordinarily reserving at least 50 or more rooms for the accommodation of the traveling public; and

D.
Items I (G), (H) and (I) are restricted to providing service to points named in the carrier's filed time schedule.  

2.
Item II is restricted as follows:

A.
Transient hotels or motels referenced in Item II are defined as hotels or motels ordinarily reserving at least 50 or more rooms for the accommodation of the traveling public;

B.
Item II(A) is restricted to the use of vehicles with a passenger capacity of not less than nine passengers, including the driver;

C.
Item II(A) is restricted against providing service to or from transient hotels and motels, bus stations, and railway stations located within the areas described in Items II(B), II(C), and II(D); and

D.
Item II(F) is restricted against providing service between points with the City and County of Denver.

3.
Item III is restricted as follows:

A.
Item III(A) is restricted:

1.
To the use of vehicles with a seating capacity of not less than eight, excluding the driver;


and

2.
Against providing service into or out of points in the counties of Boulder and Weld, State of Colorado.

B.
Item III(B) is restricted:

1.
Against providing service to or from Fort Collins and Loveland, Colorado;

2.
Against providing service to or from points in El Paso County where the charter is arranged or paid for by an airline; and

3.
Against the use of four-wheel drive vehicles.

C.
Item III(C) is restricted to the use of vehicles with a seating capacity of not less than 21, excluding the driver, nor more than 31, excluding the driver; and

D.
To the extent that Items III(A), III(B) and III(C) authorize duplicating authority, only one operating right exists.

4.
Item IV is restricted as follows:

A.
The scheduled portion of Item IV is restricted to providing service to only those points named within the carrier's filed schedule;

B.
A transient hotel or motel is defined as a hotel or motel ordinarily reserving at least 50 rooms for the accommodation of the traveling public; and

C.
Restricted against service to or from any points which are east of Pecos Street and points that are north of  120th Avenue, as extended 
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
