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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On August 13, 2007, Sprint Communications Company, L.P. (Sprint) filed a Declaration of Intent to Serve within Territory of a Rural Telecommunications Provider (Declaration of Intent) to provide service in the Wray exchange of CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc.'s (CenturyTel) service territory pursuant to Commission Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2-2106.  CenturyTel is a Rural Telecommunications Provider as that term is used in Rule 2106 and currently provides service in the Wray exchange.

2. On September 5, 2007, a Notice of Intervention of Right and Alternative Motion to Intervene was filed by CenturyTel and on September 7, CenturyTel filed a corrected Notice of Intervention.

3. On September 24, 2007, the Commission received a letter from Sprint requesting to withdraw the Declaration of Intent.  We will construe the September 24, 2007 letter as a motion to withdraw the Declaration of Intent.

4. Sprint represented in its filing that the Declaration of Intent is not necessary as it will not be providing basic local exchange service, but rather wholesale telecommunications services, and therefore, the Declaration of Intent is not warranted. 

5.  We find good cause to grant the motion to withdraw the Declaration of Intent.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion by Sprint Communications Company, L.P. (Sprint) to withdraw its Declaration of Intent to Serve within Territory of a Rural Telecommunications Provider is granted. 

2. The authorities that have been previously granted by this Commission to Sprint are not affected by the withdrawal of this Declaration of Intent.

3. All Pending motions are moot.

4. This docket is closed.

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
