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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a petition filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) on October 10, 2007.  Through the petition, Public Service seeks a 16 day extension of time to file its 2007 Electric Resource Plan (ERP).  Under Rule 3603 of the Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-3, Public Service is required to file its 2007 ERP on or before October 31st.  The Company requests the extension of time to November 16, 2007 due to the recent changes in the Commission’s ERP Rules that were made through an emergency rulemaking case, Docket No. 07R-368E.  Public Service also seeks a waiver of response time to the petition.
2. Public Service contends that the ERP rule changes will require it to conduct additional analyses, prepare additional documents or sections of documents and prepare additional testimony.  It maintains that there should be no adverse impact on any person resulting from the extension of time because there will be no decrease in any time periods available to any party.  The Company states that it has served the petition on all parties in the emergency rulemaking case.

3. Rule 1206(d) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, provides that unless shortened by Commission order or rule, the intervention period for notice mailed by the Commission shall expire 30 days after the mailing.  Rule 1308(a) allows responses to petitions as part of an intervention.  That rule further provides that the Commission may waive response time and act immediately upon a finding that time is of the essence.  

4. We find that if we allowed a full 30-day notice period for this petition, the requested extension of time would be procedurally moot.  However, we further find that it is more prudent to allow a short notice and response period to the petition, rather than waive response time altogether.  As a result, we will shorten the notice period for this petition to noon on October 23, 2007.  We intend to address the merits of the petition at our Commissioners’ Weekly Meeting on October 24, 2007.

5. Our review of the attached Certificate of Service to the petition indicates that many of the parties which participated in the Company’s last resource planning case
 were not served with this petition because they were not involved in the emergency rulemaking case.  We find that they should be made aware of the pending petition.  Therefore, we will require Public Service to notify those parties by email
 of the pending petition by attaching the petition and including a brief statement that the Commission has shortened the notice period of the petition to noon on October 23, 2007.  We also find that the parties who electronically received the petition should be notify by email that the Commission has shortened the notice period of the petition to noon on October 23, 2007.  Therefore, Public Service shall notify those parties by email of the shortened notice period.  If the Company wishes to combine these two email notifications by sending one email, it may do so.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request for waiver of response time to the petition is denied.

2. The notice period for this petition is shortened to noon on October 23, 2007.
3. Public Service of Colorado shall notify the parties to its prior Least Cost Resource Planning case by email of the pending petition by attaching the petition and including a brief statement that the Commission has shortened the notice period to the petition to noon on October 23, 2007 consistent with the discussion above.

4. Public Service shall also notify by email the original email recipients of the petition that the Commission has shortened the notice period to the petition to noon on October 23, 2007 consistent with the discussion above.

5. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
