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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire filed by Delores Paden (Applicant), on August 15, 2007.
2. Pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., the Commission gave notice of the application on August 20, 2007.

3. On September 19, 2007, SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. filed an intervention to the application.

4. We have reviewed the application and find it incomplete.  Commission rules require that an applicant provide
[a] statement of the facts upon which the applicant relies to establish that the application should be granted.  If the application seeks common carrier authority, the statement should establish how granting the application is in the public interest…

Rule 6203(a)(XI) of 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6.  
5. In the body of the application,
 Applicant failed to complete the section entitled “Applicant’s Statement of Support.”  That section instructs the Applicant to “[i]ndicate fully and clearly the facts to establish why the above authority is needed to adequately serve the public.”  Because the Applicant has failed to provide the information required by the Commission’s rules, the Commission may dismiss the application as incomplete.  See Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1303(b).

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application for permanent authority filed by Delores Paden is dismissed without prejudice as incomplete.

2. SuperShuttle’s intervention is dismissed as moot.

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission effective date of this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
