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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a petition filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or the Company) on October 10, 2007.  Through the petition, Public Service seeks a 16 day extension of time to file its 2007 Electric Resource Plan (ERP).  Under Rule 3603 of the Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-3, Public Service is required to file its 2007 ERP on or before October 31st.  The Company requests the extension of time to November 16, 2007 due to the recent changes in the Commission’s ERP Rules that were made through an emergency rulemaking case, Docket No. 07R-368E.  Public Service also seeks a waiver of response time to the petition.
2. In Decision No. C07-0870, we shortened the notice period to the petition to noon on October 23, 2007 and we directed Public Service to:  (1) provide email notification of the petition as wells as indicate that the Commission had shortened the notice period to Noon on October 23, 2007 to the petition to a list of parties from its 2003 Least-Cost Plan (LCP) case; and (2) provide email notification indicating that the Commission had shortened the notice period to Noon on October 23, 2007 to a list of people who electronically received the petition.  On October 17, 2007, Public Service complied with both of these email requirements.
 

3. On October 16, 2007, Ratepayers Untied of Colorado (Ratepayers United) filed a response to the petition.  It notes out that in the recent investigatory docket
 examining Demand-Side Management (DSM) issues, the ALJ imposed a requirement that Public Service file, on the same date it files its LCP, an application addressing DSM issues which were the subject of the investigatory docket.  Ratepayers United states that it is not opposed to the petition; however, it contends that Public Service should be ordered to file a report by October 31 address its policy decisions regarding DSM if the Commission grants the petition.  We note that no other responses were filed to the petition.
4. On October 16, 2007, Public Service filed a request for leave to reply to Ratepayer United’s response.  We find that the request for leave should be granted since it will provide more information to the Commission in deciding this matter.  Public Service states that it intends to file the DSM application on October 31st independent of the Commission’s ruling on the 16 day extension of time.  As a result, it contends that Ratepayers United’s request for the DSM report is unnecessary.
5. We find that Public Service’s reply addresses the concern raised by Ratepayers United.  The Commission finds that good cause has been shown and the petition can be granted.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request for leave to file a reply of Public Service Company of Colorado is granted.
2. The petition filed by Public Service Company for a 16 day extension of time to file its 2007 Electric Resource Plan until is granted.
3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
