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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Introduction
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of exceptions filed by Christopher Clark, doing business as, The Perfect Move (Christopher Clark) on October 17, 2007.
2. Now being fully advised in the matter we grant Christopher Clark’s exceptions to extend the revocation period for his Commission registration by two weeks, up to and including October 31, 2007, so that he may have the opportunity to resubmit his Form-E verification to the Commission.
B. Background

3. On September 10, 2007, the Commission issued an Order of Summary Suspension and Complaint and Notice of Hearing to Christopher Clark, regarding the Commission’s receipt of a cancellation notice for Christopher Clark’s Form‑E Liability Insurance.
4. The case was called for a hearing in front of an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) on September 24, 2007, along with other motor vehicle and common contract carriers who were no longer covered by insurance.  Ms. Darlene Del Valle appeared through counsel and testified on behalf of the Staff of the Commission.  Christopher Clark was not present at the hearing.
5. Pursuant to § 40-16-104, C.R.S. and the rules and regulations of the Commission, every mover must maintain motor vehicle liability and general liability insurance, a surety bond, or a certificate of self-insurance.  Pursuant to §§ 40-10-112 and 40-11-110, C.R.S. and the Commission’s rules and regulations, the authority issued by the Commission may be suspended, revoked, altered, or amended if it is established to the satisfaction of the Commission that the holder of that authority has violated any applicable state rule, regulation, or order of the Commission.
6. Further, § 40-16-106 requires the Commission to revoke the mover registration of any person who fails to comply with the insurance requirements.  
7. In reviewing the matter and finding that the respondents in the September 24, 2007 hearing failed to keep a currently effective Certificate of Insurance on file with the Commission, in a Recommended Decision on September 27, 2007, the ALJ revoked the PUC authority of Christopher Clark.
8. On October 17, 2007, within the 20 day exceptions period under § 40-6-114, Christopher Clark filed exceptions requesting that the Commission delay the revocation of the PUC registration for two weeks beyond the 20 day exceptions period, or until October 31, 2007.  In his exceptions, Christopher Clark notified the Commission that he obtained Form-E liability insurance as of October 17, 2007, and confirmed that Form-E verification would be provided in a timely manner.

C. Findings
9. Extending the time for revoking Christopher Clark’s PUC registration for two weeks to allow him to resubmit Form-E verification is a matter within the Commission’s discretion.
10. Therefore, we find good cause to grant Christopher Clark’s exceptions and extend the revocation period in which to revoke his PUC registration for two weeks until October 31, 2007, so that he may resubmit his Form-E verification.  Consequently, we grant Christopher Clark’s exceptions.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That: 

1. The exceptions filed by Christopher Clark doing business as The Perfect Move (Christopher Clark) are granted.
2. Christopher Clark must resubmit his Form-E verification to the PUC by or before October 31, 2007.
3. This Order is effective on its Adopted Date.
