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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion to Extend the Deadline for Interventions and for Waiver of Response Time (Motion) filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) on November 2, 2007.  

2. Now, being fully advised in the matter, we grant the Motion consistent with the discussion below.

Findings
3. On October 31, 2007, Public Service filed its Application for authority to expand its Demand Side Management (DSM) program and to revise its current DSM Cost Adjustment.  As part of that filing, Public Service included a copy of the notice it intended to provide to its customers through a bill insert, pursuant to § 40-3-104(1)(c)(I)(A), C.R.S.  That notice indicates that customers will have until January 7, 2008 to provide comment to the Commission, or intervene as a party in this docket.  According to Public Service, the January 7, 2008 date allows at least ten days’ notice of the proposed changes from the last date notice is provided to its customers, which is December 27, 2007.  Public Service represents that due to its billing cycle, it will not be able to complete the notice to its customers until December 27, 2007.

4. On November 1, 2007, the Commission issued its Notice of Application, which established December 1, 2007 as the last date for interested parties to intervene in this matter.  Therefore, in order to allow sufficient time for any interested party to intervene in this matter, Public Service requests that the intervention period be extended until January 7, 2008.

5. Ratepayers United of Colorado, LLC (RU) objected to Public Service’s Motion in a response filed on November 5, 2007.  RU complains that the extension of the intervention period is to delay the proceedings which will “short-shrift” the consideration the parties and Commission can give to this docket.  RU also objects to Public Service’s request to waive response time.

6. We find that Public Service states good cause to grant its Motion to extend the intervention period to January 7, 2007.  We are satisfied that Public Service, through bill inserts is providing adequate notice to its customers regarding this docket.  We are further satisfied that the process proposed by Public Service allows sufficient time for interventions in this docket.  We note that no party will be prejudiced by this extension of the intervention period.  As provided in § 40-6-111(1)(b), C.R.S., the suspension period for a change in rates (such as here) is 120 days.  However, if necessary, the Commission may extend the period of suspension for an additional 90 days.  

7. Therefore, we grant Public Service’s Motion to Extend the Deadline for Interventions to January 7, 2008.  Response time to the Motion is waived.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion to Extend the Deadline for Interventions and for Waiver of Response Time filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on November 2, 2007 is granted.

2. Response time to the Motion is waived.

3. The deadline for interventions in this matter is extended to January 7, 2007.

4. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
