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I. by the commission

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a request filed by Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Airport Express (Shamrock Airport Express), for an extension of time to comply with the requirements of Decision No. R07-0861.

2. Shamrock Airport Express filed an application on November 8, 2006 for an extension of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 49759.

3. The Commission issued notice of the application on November 13, 2006.

4. Valera Lea Holtorf, doing business as Dashabout Shuttle Co. and/or Roadrunner Express and Estes Park Express, LTD filed an intervention to this application.

5. A hearing was scheduled for March 6, 2007 in Fort Collins, Colorado, but was vacated in Decision No. R07-0181-I on a motion filed by Shamrock Airport Express.

6. Shamrock Airport Express subsequently filed motions to restrictively amend its application on April 12, 2007 and May 23, 2007.

7. Valera Lea Holtorf, doing business as Dashabout Shuttle Co. and/or Roadrunner Express and Estes Park Express, LTD subsequently withdrew its intervention to this application

8. An administrative law judge granted the application as restricted in Decision No. R07-0681 on August 9, 2007.

9. Decision No. R07-0681 required that Shamrock Airport Express file certificates of insurance, a tariff, pay the issuance fee, annual identification fee, and comply with any other requirements of the Commission.  Decision No. R07-0681 also stated that “if Shamrock Airport Express does not comply with the requirements of this ordering paragraph within 60 days of the mailing date of this Order, then ordering paragraph No. 2 which grants extended authority to Shamrock Airport Express shall be void, and the authority granted shall then be void.”

10. Decision No. R07-0681 was mailed on August 9, 2007 and became effective as a decision of the Commission on August 29, 2007.  The filings required by Decision No. R07-0681 were due by October 28, 2007.

11. Shamrock Airport Express did not file the appropriate tariff by October 28, 2007.

12. Robert Flynn, the general manager of Shamrock Airport Express, filed a letter on November 7, 2007 requesting an extension of time to file the tariff.  In this letter, Mr. Flynn states “[i]n the challenge of taking care of all aspects of the business, following the death of the owner Tom Hofmann of Shamrock Charters, Inc., I was remiss in my duties in submitting the tariff information in a timely manner.  Friday, November 2nd, Larry Herold of the PUC called me reminding me that I had not submitted the required information.  I told him I thought all the information had been submitted earlier in the year.  It was my mistake and my oversight and now my responsibility to submit the information as soon as possible.”

13. We find that Mr. Flynn has shown good cause to extend the time to comply with the requirements of Decision No. R07-0681.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Airport Express is granted an extension of time through December 17, 2007 to comply with the requirements of Decision No. R07-0681.

2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
