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I.
BY THE COMMISSION

A.
Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Joint Motion of Levtzow, LLC, doing business as Mountain Limo (Mountain Limo) and San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC, doing business as Telluride Express and/or Chauffeured Express (Telluride Express), for an Enlargement of Time to File Exceptions Until 20 Days After the Transcript is Filed and Request for Waiver of Response Time and for Expedited Action (Joint Motion) filed on October 29, 2007.  

2. Mountain Limo filed an application seeking authority to extend its operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 47426 on December 20, 2006.  The Commission issued a Notice of Application on December 26, 2006.  Telluride Express timely intervened in opposition to the application. 

3. The Commission deemed the application complete and referred the matter to the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) on February 7, 2007. 

4. The parties filed a Joint Stipulated Motion for Imposition of Restrictive Amendment and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention and for Approval of the Settlement Agreement of the Parties along with a copy of the settlement agreement, on August 1, 2007. 

5. The ALJ issued Recommended Decision No. R07-0734-I on August 29, 2007, denying the parties’ Joint Motion and proposed restrictive amendments to the application.  The ALJ rejected the equipment restrictions proposed by the parties, and determined that the proposed restrictions would be, among other things, contrary to the public interest. 

6. On September 14, 2007, Telluride Express and Mountain Limo filed a Joint Motion to Set Aside and Reconsider Interim Decision No. R07-0734-I.  The parties also filed an Alternative Motion to Certify Interim Decision No. R07-734-I to Permit Exceptions to the Decision to the Full Commission under Rule 1502 of the PUC’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.  The parties requested that the ALJ reconsider and reverse the ruling in Interim Order No. R07-0734-I.  The ALJ denied the relief requested on September 19, 2007, Interim Order No. R07-0784-I.

7. On October 17, 2007, the parties filed a Stipulated Motion requesting that the ALJ issue a Recommended Decision denying the application and preserving for consideration on exceptions:  (A) Interim Order No. R07-0734-I that denied and rejected the parties’ tendered restrictive amendments and settlement agreement; and (B) to set aside Interim Order No. R07-0784-I that subsequently denied the parties’ request that Interim Order No. R07-0134-I and the parties’ alternate request to certify Interim Order No. R07-0734-I under Commission Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1502 to permit exceptions to the decision to the full Commission.  Finally, the parties requested waiver of response time and for expedited treatment of its requests. 

8. The ALJ issued Recommended Decision No. R07-0884 on October 22, 2007, wherein he granted the request made by the parties to dismiss the application.  The ALJ also determined that the request to preserve the ability of the parties to file exceptions to Interim Order Nos. R07-0734-I and R07-0784-I was moot because these interim orders were now ripe for exceptions.  

9. The parties subsequently filed the Joint Motion for enlargement of time to file exceptions.  Additionally, the parties filed Joint Preliminary Exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R07-0884, on November 13, 2007. The parties also filed a Joint Motion for leave to supplement or replace the parties’ preliminary exceptions if the parties’ Joint Motion for an enlargement of time to file exceptions is granted, on November 13, 2007.  The parties also requested a waiver of response time and expedited treatment. 

10. Now, being fully advised in the matter, we grant the Joint Motion for an enlargement of time to file exceptions until 20 days after the transcript is filed and waive response time.  We also grant the request for expedited action.  Because we grant the Joint Motion for an enlargement of time to file exceptions, we strike the Joint Preliminary Exceptions and Joint Motion for leave to supplement or replace preliminary exceptions filed on November 13, 2007 as moot.

II.
ORDER
A.
The Commission Orders That:
1. The Joint Motion of Levtzow, LLC, doing business as Mountain Limo and San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC, doing business as Telluride Express and/or Chauffeured Express for an Enlargement of Time to File Exceptions Until 20 Days After the Transcript is Filed and Request for Waiver of Response Time and for Expedited Action is granted.  

2. Response time to the Joint Motion is waived.

3. The Joint and Preliminary Exceptions of Telluride Express and Mountain Limo to Recommended Decision No. R07-0884 is stricken as moot.  

4. The Joint Motion of Mountain Limo and Telluride Express for Leave to Supplement and/or Replace the Parties’ Preliminary Exceptions are stricken as moot.  

5. The parties shall have 20 days after filing of the transcript in this matter to file the exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R07-0884.
