A.
Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of Weld County’s Motion to Substitute Amended Application and Request for Applicant to Adopt a Substantive Change to Exhibit A-Plan View and Profile Drawings, filed on November 13, 2007. 
2. Weld County states that the reason for the motion is to provide as constructed plans.  Rule 7204(d) of the Rules Regulating Railroads, Rail Fixed Guideways, Transportation by Rail, and Rail Crossings, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-7 requires the applicant adopting a substantive change to a drawing or plan that has been filed with the application to file the new drawing or plan within ten days of the change or of the availability of final drawing or plan. Weld County states that the reason for the changes is the excessive cost to purchase the additional right-of-way.
3. In this motion, Weld County requested, among other things, that the response time for parties being served notice of the Amended Application be limited to seven days.

4. Weld County does not list a reason for its request to shorten response time.  Staff of the Commission is not aware of any time-pressing issues with respect to this docket.

5. Now, being fully advised in the matter, we deny the request to shorten response time to seven days.
