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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion to Substitute Amended Application and Request for Applicant to Adopt a Substantive Change to Exhibit A – Plan View and Profile Drawing (Motion) filed by the County of Weld (Weld County) on November 13, 2007.

2. In its Motion, Weld County states that changes were made to the original plans resulting from the excessive cost to purchase additional rights-of-way to move the intersection of Weld County Road 1.5 and the new alignment of Weld County Road 3.  Drawings showing this proposed change and adjusting the associated track profiles and roadway profiles are included with the Motion.

3. Weld County files the revised drawings pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-7-7204(d).

4. Responses to the Motion were due November 27, 2007.

5. Union Pacific Railroad Company (Union Pacific) filed a response to the Amended Application on November 30, 2007 stating an objection to the Motion.  Union Pacific stated that it needs additional time to review the plans and schematics.

6. Our rules required Union Pacific’s response to be filed by November 27, 2007.  Because Union Pacific’s response is late, we disallow Union Pacific’s response in this matter. 

7. Now being duly advised in the matter, we find good cause to grant the Motion.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion to Substitute Amended Application and Request for Applicant to Adopt a Substantive Change to Exhibit A – Plan View and Profile Drawing filed by the County of Weld is granted.

2. The Response to Amended Application filed by Union Pacific Railroad Company is disallowed as it was filed late.

3. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the first day following the effective date of this Order.

4. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further required orders.

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
