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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On December 7, 2007, Comcast Phone of Colorado, LLC (Comcast) filed its Request to Amend Decision No. C07-0935 related to the discontinuance of the provision of business facilities-based circuit switched services in Colorado.  

2. In Decision No. C07-0935, we approved Comcast’s application to discontinue business circuit switched services in Colorado.  The Decision directed Comcast to file an advice letter on not less than one day’s notice that would cancel Colorado PUC No. 3 in its entirety. This filing was scheduled to be made within 30 days of the discontinuance date of November 15, 2007.  

3. According to Comcast’s filing to amend our decision, three customers will not be able to transition to alternative service until early to mid-January 2008.  Comcast is requesting an additional 30 days, until January 15, 2008, for it to file an advice letter to cancel its end-user tariff.   

4. Comcast represents in its filing that the three customers are multi-dwelling units that do not have facilities built out by the incumbent Provider of Last Resort (Qwest Corporation).

B. Findings and Conclusion  

5. We have reviewed the filing and find that good cause exists to grant Comcast’s proposed request to modify Decision No. C07-0935.  Therefore, we amend Decision No. C07-0935 pursuant to the provisions of § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S., to allow an additional 30 days to January 15, 2008 to allow Comcast to file an advice letter cancelling its Colorado PUC No. 3 tariff. 

6. Comcast shall file an Advice Letter that cancels its local exchange tariff, Colorado PUC No. 3, in its entirety, on not less than one day’s notice, by no later than January 15, 2008.  This shall be accomplished as a compliance filing noting this Decision as its authority. 

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application filed by Comcast Phone of Colorado, LLC (Comcast) to modify the requirement to file an advice letter to cancel its effective tariff on file with the Commission is granted.

2. Comcast shall file an advice letter with the Commission on not less than one day’s notice that cancels its Colorado PUC No. 3 tariff in its entirety by no later than January 15, 2008.  This filing shall be made when there are no remaining business customers.

3. All other requirements of Decision No. C07-0935 remain as stated.

4. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
