I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an Application filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or the Company) on November 23, 2007 requesting approval of alternative form of notice for Advice Letter No. 1496 which was filed contemporaneously.
2. Public Service requests that the Commission authorize additional notice, pursuant to § 40-3-104(1)(c)(I), C.R.S.  The additional notice requested includes publication of the Notice of Change in Electric Rates in the Legal Classified section of The Denver Post and a press release of the filing of Advice Letter No. 1496.  Also Public Service has posted the legal notice, the 2008 Renewable Energy Compliance Plan, the 2007 Colorado Resource Plan, and all supporting testimony to the Company’s website at www.xcelenergy.com. 

3. Public Service states that these methods of notification are necessary if the increased Renewable Energy Standard Adjustment is to take effect on January 1, 2008.  The listed alternatives also provide more information to more people quicker and are less costly than the procedure prescribed by statute.
4. The Commission gave notice of this Application to all interested parties pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S.  The Notice was mailed on November 28, 2007. 

5. On December 12, 2007, Climax Molybdenum Company and CF&I Steel filed a Protest to Advice Letter No. 1496 – Electric in this docket.  However, the letter did not include any arguments related to the application for alternative notice.  Rather, it only included arguments for suspending the accompanying advice letter.  As a result, we construe the letter to be a protest of Advice Letter No. 1496 – Electric and not a protest to the instant Application.

B. Findings of Fact

6. The Commission gave notice of this Application to all interested parties.

7. No protests were received opposing the Application for alternative notice.  Therefore, this matter is uncontested. 

C. Conclusions
8. Now, being fully advised in the matter, we find that Public Service states good cause to grant the application for alternative form of notice, without a formal hearing as provided under § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., and Rule 1403, Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-l.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. We grant the Application of Public Service Company of Colorado for an Alternative Form of Notice.
2. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further required orders.
