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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a request filed by Republic Parking System, Inc. (Republic) for an extension of time to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C07-0859.

2. Republic filed an application on August 16, 2007 for permanent authority to conduct operations as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage between Poudre Valley Hospital, 1024 South Lemay Avenue, Fort Collins, Colorado, on the one hand, and, on the other hand, Christ Center Church, South Lemay Avenue, Fort Collins, Colorado, and Family Medical Center, 1025 Pennock Place, Fort Collins, Colorado.  The application was restricted to providing transportation services for Poudre Valley Hospital, 1024 South Lemay Avenue, Fort Collins, Colorado, 80524.
3. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on August 20, 2007.

4. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in the proceeding was filed.  The proceeding was uncontested.

5. The Commission granted the application filed by Republic on October 12, 2007 in Decision No. C07-0859.  Ordering Paragraph No. 4 of that Decision required that Republic file certificates of insurance, file a tariff, pay the issuance fee, pay the annual identification fee, and comply with any other requirements of the Commission.
6. Ordering Paragraph No. 5 of the Decision stated that “if Republic Parking System, Inc. does not comply with the requirements of this Order within 60 days of its effective date, then the authority to conduct operations shall be void.”  Decision No. C07-0859 was issued on October 12, 2007.  Therefore, the filings required of the Decision were due by December 11, 2007.  Republic failed to complete the filing requirements of Decision No. C07-0859 by December 11, 2007.

7. Dana Klein, the District Manager of Republic Parking Systems, Inc., filed a letter with the Commission on December 14, 2007 requesting an extension of time to complete the filing requirements of Decision No. C07-0859.  In support of the request for additional time, Mr. Klein states that “he misunderstood the 60 day window to be from the letter date of October 17, 2007.”

8. The letter to which Mr. Klein refers is a letter mailed by Commission Staff to each applicant who has been granted some type of authority.  This letter specifically names the requirements that must be completed before the applicant may begin the transportation service named in the granting decision.  This letter was mailed on October 17, 2007.

9. Mr. Klein apparently believed the 60-day period of compliance began on the mailed date of the letter and not the October 12, 2007 mailed date of the Order.

10. We find that Mr. Klein has shown good cause to extend the time to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C07-0859.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Republic Parking System, Inc. is granted an extension of time through February 18, 2008 to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C07-0859.

2. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
