I.
BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of two separate Petitions to Intervene filed by Ms. Nancy LaPlaca on November 28, 2007, and by Ms. Leslie Glustrom on November 28, 2007.  Also, on December 13, 2007, Ms. Glustrom filed a revision to her Petition to Intervene.
2. Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed its Application for authority to expand its Demand Side Management (DSM) program and to revise its current DSM Cost Adjustment on October 31, 2007.  Notice of the Application was issued on November 1, 2007.  The intervention period was extended until January 7, 2008.  See Decision No. C07-0951.  

3. Now being fully advised in the matter, we find good cause to grant the Petitions to Intervene of Ms. LaPlaca and Ms. Glustrom.  In addition, we vacate the deadline for intervening parties to file answer testimony and exhibits on our own motion.  
B. Ms. LaPlaca
4. Ms. LaPlaca represents that she possesses the requisite interest to intervene in this matter.  Ms. LaPlaca states that she is a ratepayer of Public Service and is interested in the issues that will be addressed in this docket because these issues may substantially affect her tangible interests.  Ms. LaPlaca states that she does not feel that the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel will adequately represent her interests in this docket.  

5. We agree that Ms. LaPlaca meets the requirements of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1401(c) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure.  We find that Ms. LaPlaca’s statements demonstrate a clear pecuniary and tangible interest in this docket.  We note that the applicant, Public Service, did not file a response to Ms. LaPlaca’s Petition to Intervene.  We therefore grant Ms. LaPlaca’s Petition to Intervene. 
C. Ms. Glustrom
6. Ms. Glustrom represents that she possesses the requisite interest to intervene in this matter, as she is a ratepayer of Public Service, is involved in issues involving future energy supply, and is a member of many energy and environmental groups.  Ms. Glustrom indicates that she is interested in the issues that will be addressed in this docket because these issues may substantially affect her tangible interests.  Ms. Glustrom states that it is impossible to determine at this time whether any of the groups that she is a member of will adequately represent her interests in this docket.  

7. We agree that Ms. Glustrom meets the requirements of Rule 1401(c).  We find that Ms. Glustrom’s statements demonstrate a clear pecuniary and tangible interest in this docket.  We note that the applicant, Public Service, did not file a response to Ms. Glustrom’s Petition to Intervene.  Also, the Revised Petition to Intervene filed on December 13, 2007, served only to correct the e-mail address listed in Ms. Glustrom’s original Petition and does not merit an extension of the comment period associated with this Petition or otherwise prejudice this Petition.  We therefore grant Ms. Glustrom’s Petition to Intervene. 

D. Deadline for Intervening Parties to File Testimony and Exhibits

8. The Notice of Application issued in this Docket on November 1, 2007 indicates that “[u]nless the Commission orders otherwise, an intervening party shall file its testimony and exhibits within 90 days of the filing of this application.”  The Notice of Application therefore established the deadline for the intervening parties in this docket to file testimony and exhibits as January 29, 2008.  

9. The intervention period in this docket, as noted above, has been extended until January 7, 2008.  Pursuant to Rule 1400, a responding party generally has 14 days after service of a motion to file a response.  It is therefore possible that the list of intervening parties in this docket will not be finalized until January 22, 2008.  The deadline of January 29, 2008 for the intervening parties to file testimony and exhibits may therefore allow some of these parties only seven days to prepare answer testimony.  
10. We therefore vacate the deadline of January 29, 2008 for the intervening parties to file testimony and exhibits.  We will set a new deadline in the near future.  

II. ORDER
A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Petition to Intervene filed by Nancy LaPlaca on November 28, 2007 is granted.

2. The Petition to Intervene filed by Leslie Glustrom on November 28, 2007, as amended by the Revised Petition to Intervene filed on December 13, 2007, is granted. 

3. The deadline of January 29, 2008 for the intervening parties to file answer testimony and exhibits is vacated.  
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
