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I. statement

1. On November 8, 2005, the Town of Fraser, Colorado and the Town of Winter Park, Colorado (collectively Applicants) filed an application for a Commission order authorizing the construction of a new grade separated railroad-highway crossing at Grand Park Drive in the Town of Fraser, Colorado and the abolition of the existing at-grade railroad crossing at Kings Crossing Road (DOT No. 254-214U) in the Town of Winter Park, Colorado (Application).  Applicants did not file direct testimony and exhibits with the Application.  The Application commenced this docket.  

2. The Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR), Cornerstone Winter Park Holdings, LLC (Cornerstone), and Applicants are the only parties to this docket (collectively, the Parties).

3. On December 22, 2006, the Parties filed their Joint Motion to Vacate and Reschedule Pre-Hearing Deadlines and Hearing Dates and for Waiver of Response Time.  The Parties report having reached a settlement of their differences, in principal.  However, due to the inclement weather and the holiday season, the settlement has not yet been finalized and reduced the same to writing.  All parties to this docket request that the remainder of the procedural schedule be vacated, including the scheduled hearing.  The Parties will confer early in January, 2007 to propose a new procedural schedule.

4. The Motion being unopposed, it is appropriate that response time be waived.

5. Good cause having been shown for the unopposed request, the procedural schedule will be modified as ordered below.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the Joint Motion to Vacate and Reschedule Pre-Hearing Deadlines and Hearing Dates and for Waiver of Response Time filed by Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR), Cornerstone Winter Park Holdings, LLC (Cornerstone), the Town of Fraser, Colorado (Fraser), and the Town of Winter Park, Colorado (Winter Park) on December 22, 2006, is waived.

2. The Joint Motion to Vacate and Reschedule Pre-Hearing Deadlines and Hearing Dates and for Waiver of Response Time filed by UPRR, Cornerstone, Fraser, and Winter Park filed on December 22, 2006, is granted.

3. The hearing scheduled in this matter daily from January 29, 2007 through February 2, 2007 is vacated.

4. The deadline for propounding written discovery, December 14, 2006, is vacated.  Unless further modified, response time to written discovery propounded after December 22, 2006 shall be in accordance with Commission rules.

5. The deadline for filing non-dispositive prehearing motions, January 10, 2007, is vacated.  Unless further modified, response time to non-dispositive prehearing motions shall be in accordance with Commission rules.

6. On or before February 5, 2006, all parties shall jointly propose a procedural schedule to govern the remainder of this proceeding, be it consideration of settlement or a contested hearing.  If all parties are not able to agree to a joint status report, Fraser and Winter Park shall file a status report on or before February 5, 2006 stating as such. A prehearing conference may then be set by separate order.

7. This Order is effective immediately.
