I. statement 
1. On October 3, 2006, Kinder Morgan, Inc. (KMI); Rocky Mountain Natural Gas Company; KN Wattenberg Transmission, LLC; KM Retail Utility Holdco, LLC; Source Gas Distribution, LLC; Knight Holdco, LLC; and Knight Acquisition Co. (collectively, Joint Applicants) filed a Verified Joint Application (Application) asking the Commission "to approve a transaction by which certain members of Kinder Morgan management and other investors ... will indirectly acquire most of Kinder Morgan's publicly-owned stock and in so doing, Kinder Morgan will become a privately owned entity."  Application at 1-2.  The Joint Applicants also seek Commission approval of an internal restructuring of KMI's public utility businesses, as set out in the Application.  This filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. The Commission gave public notice of the Application.  A M Gas Transfer Corp.; the Colorado Hotel and Lodging Association, Inc.; Seminole Energy Services, LLC; the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel; and Staff of the Commission intervened.  With the Joint Applicants, these are the Parties in this proceeding.  

3. On January 16, 2007, the Parties filed a Stipulation which, if accepted by the Commission, will resolve all issues in this case.  

4. On January 16, 2007, the Joint Applicants filed an Unopposed Motion for Hearing on Stipulation (Motion).  The Motion states good cause.  Granting the Motion will not prejudice any Party.  The Motion will be granted.  Hearing on the Stipulation will be held on January 18, 2007.  

5. As the Motion is unopposed, no Party will be prejudiced if the response time is waived.  The response time to the Motion will be waived.
