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I. statement

1. The captioned proceeding was initiated on October 30, 2006, when Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed Advice Letter No. 1468 – Electric seeking to correct its Demand Side Management Cost Adjustment factor. 

2. On November 29, 2006, the Commission suspended the effective dates of the proposed tariff until March 31, 2007, and referred this matter to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  See, Decision No. C06-1396.

3. Timely interventions have been filed in this matter by the Staff of the Commission (Staff) and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC).

4. A pre-hearing conference was held on January 24, 2007.  See, Decision No. R07-0046-I.  Appearances were entered on behalf of Public Service, Staff, and the OCC by their respective legal counsel.

5. The parties provided input concerning procedures and a procedural schedule governing this proceeding including their availability for hearing, deadlines for the submission of pre-filed testimony, limitations pertaining to discovery, the desirability of serving pleadings and/or discovery electronically, and other similar procedural matters.  After considering the parties’ positions relating to these issues, the ALJ has determined that, unless subsequently modified, the procedures and procedural schedule set forth in the Order that follows will govern this proceeding.
