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I. STATEMENT

1. By Decision No. R06-1453-I, mailed on December 12, 2006, a motion of E & E Services, LLC (Applicant) for discovery sanctions was denied. 

2. In its response to Applicant’s motion for discovery sanctions, filed on December 12, 2006, MKBS, d/b/a Metro Taxi &/or Taxi Latino (Metro Taxi) requested sanctions against Applicant. 

3. On December 26, 2006, Applicant filed a Reply to Metro Taxi’s request for sanctions, and a request to strike the intervention of Metro Taxi.

4. Metro Taxi’s request for sanctions against Applicant, and Applicant’s request to strike the intervention of Metro Taxi will be denied.  The circumstances surrounding the discovery process do not warrant the imposition of sanctions.

5. On December 14, 2006, Applicant filed a motion to vacate and reschedule the hearing scheduled for December 15 and 19, 2006 for the reason that its Counsel was injured due to an accident and therefore could not appear at the hearing as scheduled. 

6. The motion was orally granted.

7. On January 10, 2007, Metro Taxi filed a Motion for Leave to file Sur-Reply, Sur-Reply to Applicant’s Reply to Metro Taxi’s Request for Sanctions, and Request for Pre-Hearing Conference. 

8. The motion of Metro Taxi for leave to file a Sur-Reply and request for pre-hearing conference will be denied.  This case should proceed to hearing on the merits.

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered that:

1. The Motion of Applicant to vacate and reschedule the hearing scheduled for December 15 and 19, 2006 is granted.

2. The motion of Metro Taxi for sanctions against Applicant is denied.

3. The request of Applicant to strike the intervention of Metro Taxi is denied.

4. The motion of Metro Taxi for leave to file sur-reply and request for pre-hearing conference is denied.

5. The parties shall within 10 days of the mailing date of this Order file an updated list of available dates for hearing.
6. This Order is effective immediately.
