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I. statement
1. On February 5, 2007, Intervenor Cornerstone Winter Park Holdings, LLC’s (Cornerstone) Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time and Waiver of Response Time was filed.  

2. Cornerstone reports that the parties have reached a preliminary settlement.  To finalize the settlement, Cornerstone requests that the parties be permitted an extension of time to February 23, 2007, during which to file their joint pleading setting forth information relating to the settlement of this application, or, in the alternative, setting forth a proposed procedural schedule for a contested hearing in this matter.
3. Cornerstone represents the requested relief is unopposed.  Therefore, it is appropriate that response time be waived.

4. Good cause having been shown for the unopposed request, it will be granted. 

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Response time to the Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time and Waiver of Response Time filed on February 5, 2007 is waived.

2. The Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time and Waiver of Response Time filed on February 5, 2007 is granted.

3. On or before February 23, 2007, all parties shall jointly propose a procedural schedule to govern the remainder of this proceeding, be it consideration of settlement or a contested hearing.  If all parties are not able to agree to a joint status report, Fraser and Winter Park shall file a status report on or before February 23, 2007 stating as such. A pre-hearing conference may then be set by separate order.
