I. STATEMENT
1. On February 6, 2007, CAM-Colorado LLC (CAM) filed its Waiver of Statutory Time Limit by CAM-Colorado LLC; Motion to Postpone Prehearing Conference; and Motion to Bifurcate Consolidated Proceedings.

2. By Decision No. R07-0077-I, a prehearing conference for this docket has been scheduled for February 16, 2007 at 10:00 a.m. Rule 1400 of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedures, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, provides a 14-day response time for motions. Based on the February 6, 2007 filing date, the full 14-day response to the motions will not have run until after the February 16, 2007 prehearing conference. In order to address the remainder of pending motions at the prehearing conference, the ALJ will sua sponte waive response time to the Motion to Postpone Prehearing Conference.
3. The prehearing conference was scheduled pursuant to Rule 1409 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1 to address a variety of matters, including some of the concerns raised by CAM.  Having reviewed the request to postpone the conference, the ALJ believes it best to proceed with the prehearing conference as scheduled. 
4. Response time to the remaining requests by CAM would not otherwise run until after the February 16, 2007 prehearing conference as well. In order to address the remaining relief requested, the ALJ will sua sponte shorten response time to the Waiver of Statutory Time Limit by CAM-Colorado LLC and Motion to Bifurcate Consolidated Proceedings until the prehearing conference.  Parties may file written responses with the Commission prior to the prehearing conference or present oral argument at the prehearing conference.
II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:
1. Response time to the Motion to Postpone Prehearing Conference is waived.

2. The Motion to Postpone Prehearing Conference is denied.

3. Response time to the Waiver of Statutory Time Limit by CAM-Colorado LLC and Motion to Bifurcate Consolidated Proceedings is shortened through the prehearing conference scheduled in this docket for February 16, 2007 at 10:00 a.m.

4. This Order is effective immediately.
