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I.  STATEMENT
1. On February 8, 2007, Qwest’s Motion for One-Day Extension of Time to File Partial Answer to Boulder Regional Telephone Service Authority and the City of Federal Heights Complaint and Request for Waiver of Response Time was filed.

2. Qwest Corporation, ("Qwest") requests a one-day extension of time to respond to specific allegations of the complaint.  Qwest conferred with counsel for the Boulder Regional Telephone Service Authority (BRETSA) and the City of Federal Heights (Federal Heights) and is authorized to represent that neither BRETSA nor Federal Heights oppose the requested relief.
