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I. STATEMENT

1. On February 14, 2007, Lake Durango Water Company (LDWC) filed an Unopposed Motion to Vacate Hearing and to Establish Schedule for Evidentiary Submissions.

2. In support of the motion, LDWC states that the parties are engaged in settlement discussions, and that substantial progress has been made.  The Parties need additional time for negotiations.  

3. Good cause having been shown, the Motion will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion of Lake Durango Water Company to Vacate Hearing and to Establish Schedule for Evidentiary Submissions is granted.
