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I. statement

1. On February 20, 2007, Ms. Abeer Marie Faragalla (Ms. Faragalla or Complainant) filed a formal Complaint against Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Respondent).  Ms. Faragalla disputes the amount which Respondent claims she owes for electric and natural gas service at her prior residence located at 4242 South Himalaya Way, Aurora, Colorado.  
2. On February 21, 2007, pursuant to the motion contained within the Complaint, Chief Administrative Law Judge Isley issued Decision No. R07-0151-I in which he prohibited Public Service from discontinuing service to Ms. Faragalla at her present residence located at 19675 Clubhouse Drive, # 106, Parker, Colorado (the stay).  Chief Administrative Law Judge (Chief ALJ) Isley set conditions on the stay.  

3. On February 22, 2007, Ms. Faragalla filed an Emergency Motion for Clarification, Addendum, or Alteration of Decision No. R07-0151-I.  In that filing, among other things, Complainant indicated that she disputes the amounts which Respondent claims are due and owing for both the Himalaya Way address and the Clubhouse Drive address.  

4. By Decision No. R07-0160-I, Chief ALJ Isley granted the Emergency Motion for Clarification, Addendum, or Alteration.  He ordered Public Service not to disconnect service to  Ms. Faragalla provided the following conditions were met:  (a) Ms. Faragalla posted, on or before noon on February 28, 2007, a deposit or bond with Public Service in the amount of $120; and (b) Ms. Faragalla keeps current with charges incurred for future electric utility service provided by Public Service to the Clubhouse Drive address.  
5. This case has been assigned to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

6. On February 27, 2007, Ms. Faragalla filed a hand-written Motion for Reconsideration of Interim Order or Appeal from Judge's Interim Order (Motion for Reconsideration).
  In this filing, Complainant asserts,
 among other things, that she did not receive Decision No. R07-0160-I until February 26, 2007 at 3 p.m.; that she has had less than 48 hours to meet the conditions established in that Order; that Public Service did not cooperate when she attempted to post a bond; that Public Service did not cooperate when she attempted to obtain a statement concerning the amount of money owed for service at the Himalaya Way address and a separate statement concerning the amount of money owed for service at the Clubhouse Drive address; and that the $120 bond is too high.  Ms. Faragalla asks the ALJ to reconsider and to modify Decision No. R07-0160-I and to grant other relief.  

7. Complainant did not serve the Motion for Reconsideration on Respondent.  Thus, she did not conform to the requirements of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1205(a).
  

8. To allow Public Service the opportunity to review and to respond to the Motion for Reconsideration, the ALJ now provides notice of the Motion for Reconsideration and serves a copy on Respondent.  Public Service shall have the time specified in Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1400 (i.e., 14 calendar days after service) within which to file its response to the Motion for Reconsideration.  After the close of the response period, and as necessary, the ALJ will issue a written order with respect to the Motion for Reconsideration.  

9. Pending resolution of the Motion for Reconsideration, Public Service will be ordered not to discontinue either electric service or natural gas service to Ms. Faragalla at the Clubhouse Drive address provided she pays by the due date each bill rendered by Public Service for current service at that location (that is, bills for electricity consumed and for natural gas consumed at that address which bills are rendered on or after the date of this Order).  
10. The conditions established in this Order will be ordered to supersede the conditions imposed by Decision No. R07-0160-I, pending further Order.  

11. As noted above, Complainant served on Respondent neither the Motion for Reconsideration nor the Emergency Motion for Clarification, Addendum, or Alteration of Decision No. R07-0151-I; service on all parties of motions and pleadings is required by Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1205(a).  In addition, the Motion for Reconsideration did not comply with the requirements of Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1202(b) with respect to, for example, a caption identifying the docket name and number.  Further, Ms. Faragalla did not provide an original and four copies of either the Motion for Reconsideration or the Emergency Motion for Clarification, Addendum, or Alteration of Decision No. R07-0151-I; Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1204(a)(III) requires the filing of an original and four copies.  In short, the filings made to date by Complainant have not met the filing and service requirements established by the Commission.  
12. Ms. Faragalla appears in this proceeding pro se (that is, without legal counsel).  This is her right and her choice.  The fact that she has chosen to appear without legal counsel, however, does not affect or lessen her obligation to comply with the applicable Commission rules.  She is required, therefore, to comply with the procedural requirements contained in the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723 Part 1.  
13. Complainant is advised that, in the future in this proceeding, she must comply with the requirements of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, Rules 4 CCR 723 Part 1.  The rules are available on-line at www.dora.state.co.us/puc or in hard copy from the Commission.  

14. Complainant is advised further that no filings will be accepted in the future unless the filings comply with the filing and service requirements found in the Rules of Practice and Procedure.  
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Public Service Company of Colorado shall not discontinue service to Ms. Abeer Marie Faragalla at 19675 Clubhouse Drive, # 106, Parker, Colorado 80138, pending the resolution of the Motion for Reconsideration of Interim Order or Appeal from Judge's Interim Order filed by Ms. Faragalla on February 27, 2007.  A copy of the Motion for Reconsideration of Interim Order or Appeal from Judge's Interim Order is appended to this Order as Attachment A.  
2. Ordering Paragraph No. 1 above is conditioned upon Ms. Abeer Marie Faragalla's paying by the due date each bill rendered by Public Service for current electric service and for current natural gas service at the Clubhouse Drive address (that is, bills for electricity consumed and for natural gas consumed at that address which bills are rendered on or after the date of this Order).  

3. The conditions established in this Order supersede the conditions imposed by Decision No. R07-0160-I, pending further Order.  

4. No future filings from Ms. Abeer Marie Faragalla will be accepted unless the filings comply with the filing and service requirements found in the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723 Part 1.  

This Order shall be effective immediately.
