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I. statement

1. On December 13, 2006, Petar Boyadzhiev and Valeri Goranov, doing business as Express Taxi, filed an application for authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage, in taxi service, between all points in the County of Eagle, State of Colorado. 

2. On February 6, 2007, the Commission issued its Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing that scheduled the hearing in this docket to be held on March 22, 2007.

3. On March 12, 2007, the Entry of Appearance on Behalf of the Applicants and Motion to Continue Hearing was filed.  Applicants recently retained counsel to represent them in this matter.  Because counsel had a previous commitment to be out of town from March 12 through 19, 2007 and April 18 through  23, 2007, it is requested that the hearing be rescheduled to allow proper preparation.  Further, noting that the Applicants have not filed their list of witnesses or copies of exhibits, an enlargement of time is requested to comply in advance of the rescheduled hearing.

4. Response time to the Applicants’ motion will not expire prior to the scheduled hearing date.  No party will be prejudiced by rescheduling the hearing in this matter.  Administrative efficiency supports rescheduling the hearing.  Therefore, the Administrative Law Judge will sua sponte shorten response time to the motion to March 12, 2007.

5. Good cause having been shown to vacate the hearing in this docket, the scheduled hearing will be vacated.

6. It is necessary to schedule a hearing, address procedural matters, and address any other matters raised by the parties.  To do so, a prehearing conference will be held as ordered below.  The provisions of Rule 1409 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1 will govern this prehearing conference.  

II. Order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the Motion to Continue Hearing filed by Petar Boyadzhiev and Valeri Goranov, doing business as Express Taxi, is shortened to March 12, 2007.

2. The Motion to Continue Hearing filed by Petar Boyadzhiev and Valeri Goranov, doing business as Express Taxi, is granted.

3. The hearing scheduled in this docket to commence on March 22, 2007 is vacated.
