I. STATEMENT
1. On March 6, 2007, MKBS, LLC’s (MKBS) Motion to Compel Discovery Responses from Colorado Transportation (Motion) was filed.  MKBS contends that the Discovery Requests attached as Exhibit 1 to the Motion were sent to a new address for Colorado Transportation on January 28, 2007.  It is stated that responses were due on or before February 7, 2007, pursuant to Rule 1405(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1.

2. Colorado Transportation did not provide any response to the discovery despite MKBS’s correspondence requesting that responses be provided or a motion to compel would be filed.

3. Based upon the motion as filed, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) cannot grant the relief requested.  Thus, no party will be prejudiced by shortening response time to the motion to March 12, 2007.

4. Initially, there is no Exhibit 1 to the Motion.  Rather, there is an Exhibit A that is a copy of a pleading previously filed in this docket.  The ALJ cannot review the discovery that MKBS requests be compelled.  Thus, the due date for discovery responses under Rule 1405(b) can not be determined based upon the motion filed.  MKBS also failed to provide proof of service of the discovery that MKBS requests be compelled.  Based upon the foregoing the Motion will be denied without prejudice.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. MKBS, LLC’s Motion to Compel Discovery Responses from Colorado Transportation filed on March 6, 2007, is denied without prejudice.
