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I. STATEMENT
1. On March 13, 2007, the Joint Motion to Suspend Procedural Dates was filed by the Boulder Regional Emergency Telephone Service Authority and the City of Federal Heights, Adams County E-911 Emergency Telephone Service Authority, Jefferson County Emergency Telephone Service Authority, Arapahoe County E-911 Emergency Communications Service Authority, Larimer Emergency Telephone Authority, Douglas County Emergency Telephone Service Authority, El Paso Teller E-911 Authority, the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission, and Qwest Corporation (Qwest) (collectively the Parties).

2. The Parties represent that an agreement in principle has been reached that would resolve the issues between them in this proceeding.  However, several issues remain to be discussed and negotiated before the final agreement may be reduced to writing.  Thereafter, time will be necessary to obtain approvals of the final terms of the any settlement agreement reached.

3. A procedural schedule was adopted by Decision No. R07–0076–I.  The Parties seek to avoid additional litigation costs that may be necessary to comply with the order.  Rather, it is preferred that the pursuit of settlement continue.  So that no party is prejudiced by the continued settlement efforts, it is requested that the procedural schedule be suspended.  

4. Counsel for all parties have authorized counsel for Qwest to execute this joint motion on their behalf.

5. The motion being unopposed, it is appropriate that response be waived. 

6. Good cause having been shown for the request, it will be granted. 

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Response time to the Joint Motion to Suspend Procedural Dates filed on March 13, 2007 is waived.

2. The Joint Motion to Suspend Procedural Dates filed on March 13, 2007 is granted.

3. The procedural schedule in this docket is vacated.

4. The prehearing conference scheduled for April 25, 2007 is vacated.

5. This Order is effective immediately.
