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I. STATEMENT

1. On December 13, 2006, Petar Boyadzhiev and Valeri Goranov, doing business as Express Taxi (Express Taxi or Applicants), filed an application for authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage, in taxi service, between all points in the County of Eagle, State of Colorado. 

2. By Decision No. R07–0208-I, a prehearing conference was scheduled to occur on March 23, 2007.  At the assigned time and place, the prehearing conference was called to order.  

3. Express Taxi appeared through counsel.  High Mountain Transportation, Inc., doing business as High Mountain Taxi, LLC (High Mountain) appeared pro se through its president, Todd Gardner.

4. Intervenors Vail Valley Taxi, Inc. and Vail Valley Transportation, Inc. did not appear or participate in the prehearing conference.

5. As a preliminary matter, High Mountain moved to dismiss the application because Express Taxi failed to file its testimony with the application and to file its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits.

6. Counsel for Express Taxi noted that the Applicants filed the application pro se, but recently retained representation to prosecute the application.  He states that Applicants were unaware of the filing responsibility, but that he will now assist in preparation.  Express Taxi contends that no party will be prejudiced by allowing the hearing to proceed.

7. In light of the fact that Applicants have now retained counsel and because there is currently no hearing scheduled in the docket, any potential prejudice to High Mountain by the delayed disclosure can be avoided by adoption of an appropriate procedural schedule.  Further, administrative efficiency is supported by allowing Applicants to cure the procedural defect so that a hearing on the merits can proceed.  Based upon the foregoing grounds, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) found that High Mountain failed to show good cause for dismissal and that any potential prejudice could be avoided through adoption of the procedural schedule below.

8. After consideration of discussions during the conference, the procedural schedule below will govern this proceeding.  

9. Parties are advised that no witness will be permitted to testify, except in rebuttal, unless that witness is identified on a list of witnesses filed and served in accordance with the procedural schedule.  Parties are advised further that no exhibit will be received in evidence, except in rebuttal, unless filed and served in accordance with the procedural schedule.  

10. Any party wishing to make an oral closing statement may do so immediately following the close of the evidence (i.e., after presentation of evidence near the end of the hearing).  

11. All parties are advised that this proceeding is governed by the Rules of Practice and Procedure found at 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, Part 1.  The ALJ expects the parties to comply with these rules.  The rules are available on the Commission’s website (www.dora.state.co.us/puc) and in hard copy from the Commission.  

12. Each party is specifically reminded that all filings with the Commission must also be served upon all other parties in accordance with Rule 1205 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. This Decision memorializes the rulings made during the prehearing conference held on March 23, 2007.

3. Petar Boyadzhiev and Valeri Goranov, doing business as Express Taxi must file or supplement its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits that it will present at hearing no later than April 4, 2007.

4. All intervenors must supplement or file, as applicable, their respective list of witnesses and exhibits to be presented at hearing no later than April 18, 2007.

5. The parties shall comply with the requirements established in this Order and shall make the filings as required by the procedural schedule established by the Commission and reiterated in this Order.  

6. This Order shall be effective immediately.
