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I. statement
1. On September 8, 2006, Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed a Petition for Arbitration (Petition) seeking Commission arbitration of an interconnection agreement (ICA) between Qwest and Eschelon Telecom, Inc. (Eschelon).  Eschelon filed its response to the Petition.  The parties have waived the statutory deadline.  Decision No. R06-1153-I.  

2. By Decision No. C06-1110, the Commission assigned this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for hearing.  The Commission will issue an initial decision in this matter.  

3. By Decision No. R06-1288-I, the ALJ established the procedural schedule and scheduled the hearing for this proceeding.  In accordance with the procedural schedule established for this proceeding, Qwest and Eschelon have each filed direct and answer testimonies and exhibits.  

4. To date, Qwest has filed:  (a) the direct testimony and the answer testimony (with a total of 25 exhibits) of Renée Albersheim; (b) the direct testimony and the answer testimony (with a total of four exhibits) of Curtis Ashton; (c) the direct testimony and the answer testimony (with a total of three exhibits) of William R. Easton; (d) the direct testimony and the answer testimony (with one exhibit) of Robert J. Hubbard; (e) the direct testimony and the answer testimony (with one exhibit) of Teresa Million; and (f) the direct testimony and the answer testimony (with a total of two exhibits) of Karen Stewart.  Some of the testimony and exhibits have been filed under seal.
  

5. To date, Eschelon has filed:  (a) the direct testimony and the rebuttal testimony
 (with a total of 24 exhibits) of Douglas Denney; (b) the direct testimony and the rebuttal testimony (with a total of 50 exhibits) of Bonnie J. Johnson; (c) the direct testimony and the rebuttal testimony (with a total of seven exhibits) of Michael Starkey; and (d) the direct testimony (with three exhibits) of James Webber.  Some of the exhibits have been filed under seal.
  

Hearing in this matter is scheduled to begin on April 17, 2007 and to continue for approximately two weeks.  To assist in preparation for this hearing, the ALJ finds it is appropriate to require the filing of an order of witnesses.  Thus, the ALJ will order Qwest to make, on or before April 13, 2007,
 a filing which sets out the order of witnesses (including both Qwest and Eschelon witnesses) for the hearing.  This filing must identify with specificity all 

6. witness accommodations (e.g., required specific days or times for testimony) so the ALJ and the parties may plan accordingly.  

7. With respect to exhibits, the following will apply:  (a) hearing exhibits will be numbered consecutively, beginning with number one; (b) Hearing Exhibit No. 1 will be the complete Interconnection Agreement (including all pertinent exhibits) being arbitrated in this proceeding;
 (c) Hearing Exhibit No. 2 will be the Joint Final Issues Matrix; (d) Hearing Exhibit No. 3 and following will be the testimonies (including exhibits) of witnesses
 and will be marked in the order in which the witnesses will testify;
 (e) confidential portions of testimonies (including exhibits) will be identified as Confidential Hearing Exhibit No. __A
 and will be presented at hearing in a sealed envelope which is labeled in accordance with Rules 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1100(c)(III)(A) through (D); and (f) exhibits offered at hearing will be marked beginning with the number next in order after all testimonies have been numbered.  

8. Qwest will be ordered to file, on or before April 13, 2007, an exhibit list which conforms to the requirements set out in ¶ 7, above.  

9. Qwest and Eschelon will be ordered to provide directly to the ALJ a hard copy of all confidential rebuttal testimony and exhibits filed with the Commission.  This requirement will not reduce the number of copies to be filed with the Commission.  

10. With respect to corrected testimony and exhibits (to be filed on or before April 13, 2007), the parties are reminded that, absent a showing of good cause, no corrections to testimony or to exhibits will be permitted to be made at hearing.  

11. Each party is reminded that it is responsible for providing at hearing a copy of each of its witnesses' testimonies and exhibits to be marked and offered as hearing exhibits.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. On or before April 13, 2007, Qwest Corporation shall make a filing which sets out the order in which all witnesses will testify at the hearing.  This filing must identify with specificity all witness accommodations (e.g., required specific days or times for testimony).  

2. Qwest Corporation shall file, on or before April 13, 2007, an exhibit list which conforms to the requirements set out in ¶ I.7, above.  

3. Qwest Corporation and Eschelon Telecom, Inc., shall provide directly to the Administrative Law Judge a hard copy of confidential rebuttal testimony and exhibits filed with the Commission.  Compliance with this requirement shall not reduce the number of copies to be filed with the Commission.  

4. The parties shall abide by the requirements set out in this Order and discussed above.  

5. The requirements of this Order are in addition to those established in orders previously entered in this proceeding.  

6. This Order is effective immediately.  
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�  The ALJ has received the confidential materials supplied by Qwest.  


�  Although identified as rebuttal testimony, the testimony is answer testimony because it addresses the direct testimony filed by Qwest.  According to the procedural schedule, the parties are to file rebuttal testimony (i.e., testimony which addresses answer testimony) on or before April 10, 2007.  See Decision No. R06-1288-I at ¶ 6 (setting out procedural schedule).  


�  The ALJ has received the confidential materials supplied by Eschelon.  


�  This is the date on which a number of filings are to be made.  See Decision No. R06-1288-I at ¶ 6 (setting out procedural schedule).  


�  The parties have agreed to use the Interconnection Agreement (ICA) filed as Exhibit No. 2 to Eschelon's response to the Petition.  Decision No. R06-1213-I.  That Exhibit No. 2 does not include any exhibits, although there are exhibits appended to the ICA.  To the extent that one (or more) of the ICA's exhibits is or may be relevant to an issue being arbitrated, the parties are to include the relevant ICA exhibit(s) in the hearing exhibit.  


�  Testimony, including appended exhibits, will have a single hearing exhibit number (see note 7).  


�  For each witness, the order will be:  direct testimony, answer testimony, rebuttal testimony.  As an example, assume that Ms. Albersheim files direct, answer, and rebuttal testimonies and that she is the first witness.  In that event, her direct testimony (including exhibits) will be Hearing Exhibit No. 3; her answer testimony (including exhibits) will be Hearing Exhibit No. 4; and her rebuttal testimony (including exhibits) will be Hearing Exhibit No. 5.  


�  As an example, assume that Mr. Denney's direct testimony is Hearing Exhibit No. 18.  In that event, the confidential exhibits appended to his direct testimony are Confidential Hearing Exhibit No. 18A.  All confidential exhibits appended to Mr. Denney's direct testimony will have the same Confidential Hearing Exhibit number and will be in the same envelope.  
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
